Rationale for Change:
After HCD internal review of this existing California amendment, HCD has determined that the current amendment is unclear and confusing, and does not apply to permanent buildings in Mobilehome Parks (MHP’s) and Special Occupancy Parks (SOP’s) as the HCD 2 “banner” indicates.  Additionally, the Model Code Tables 610.3 and 702.1 are in conflict with the preemptive regulations governing mobilehome parks.  This amendment is necessary to provide consistency with the Mobilehome Parks Act, the Special Occupancy Parks Act, and regulations adopted by HCD governing mobilehome parks and installations in CCR, Title 25, Division 1, Chapter 2.
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
