STRUCTURAL DESIGN

SECTION 1613

EARTHQUAKE LOADS

Section:

1613.1.2. State-owned buildings. State-owned buildings, including those of the University of California, CSU and Judicial Council, shall not be constructed where any portion of the foundation would be within a mapped area of earthquake-induced liquefaction of or landsliding or within 50 feet of a mapped fault rupture hazard as established by Section 1802.7.

REASON – CHANGE WITHOUT REGULATORY EFFECT
The California Building Standards Commission (BSC) is proposing a “change without regulatory effect” to the 2013 California Building Code, Chapter 16, Section 1613.1.2. The amendment clarifies the earthquake-induced liquefaction is an additional condition to landslides and not inclusive of landslides as the current word “of” would indicate. BSC is replacing the incorrect word “of” with the correct word “or” to show that there are three separate conditions related to the mapping areas for fault rupture hazards. This change clarifies the intent of the section and utilizes correct grammar for its application.
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
