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On the pages to follow is a printing of the California Building Standards Law, which is the name for the body of state law within Health and Safety Code, Division 13, Part 2.5, commencing with Section 18901.  The provisions of California Building Standards Law  govern the work of the California Building Standards Commission (CBSC) and how the codes adopted and published by the CBSC apply.  This law is provided as a reference that may be useful while attending CAC meetings. It is also available at the CBSC website http://www.bsc.ca.gov/, and at the state website http://www.leginfo.ca.gov/calaw.html/.
