In his role at SCSA he provided 
administrative assistance to the general counsel and the insurance advisor, 
performing a variety of tasks including legislative tracking, processing constituent 
correspondence, and helping to facilitate the quarterly SCSA Business Continuity 
Committee meetings. 
 
Before entering state service Kevin worked in several areas of the private sector, 
which included commercial maintenance, telecommunications, and the 
restaurant industry.  Kevin earned an Associate of Arts degree from Sacramento 
City College and is currently pursuing a Bachelor of Arts in English at California 
State University, Sacramento.  He enjoys all forms of entertainment media, 
including literature, music, film, television, video games, trivia, and comic books.
