CBCS is considering increasing the standard from 50% to 65% which is basically moving the current 
tier 1 voluntary measure of 65% to mandatory. This code provision has gone un-amended for three 
years and the market has now had an opportunity to implement the requirement and it appears that 
50% is a very achievable number.  We will be working with CALRecycle and other stakeholder 
regarding this proposed code change.
