This document will explain how to access the features available on our website.  

First, start with our homepage that provides basic information and links to various documents, menus, and links. Move your cursor over these words. Some have hidden menus that will appear.

These blue links will take you to the identified agency or entity.

Here is how a drop down menu looks. 
There are seven words within this menu bar at the top of each page.
