In order to provide quality service of printed material to our customers and meet timely deadlines while following all safety practices and warehouse industry standards:<br>
· Receive all incoming freight, i.e. truck; parcel post, United Parcel Service (UPS), Golden State overnight (GSO), etc.<br> 
· Operate warehouse equipment such as a forklift, clamp forklifts, manual and electric pallet jacks and hand carts.<br>
· Cross-check document listings with OSP purchase orders to assure that the material order is correct.<br>
· Use software for UPS, GSO and Print 2-Logic system.<br>
· Check computer (Print 2-Logic system) for purchase order number and quantity ordered when the hard copy of the purchase order is not in file. <br>
· Receive various types of stock, sheet paper, roll paper, envelopes and wooden pallets plus printed material such as; forms, books, and pamphlets.<br>
· Deliver material to the production area or specified pallets by hand and/or use a forklift or clamp.<br>

In order to ensure good customer service and improve overall OSP Warehouse operations following required OSP and warehouse policies and procedures:<br>
· Take physical inventory when necessary.<br>
· Report any discrepancies in quantity and/or delivery by addressing the supervisor to ensure that the amount and delivery location are correct.<br>
