The Suburban Management Unit located in Region III, Sacramento provides engineering and maintenance services for approximately 986,329 gross square feet of State owned or operated property in the greater Sacramento area.  Buildings include:  the Office of State Publishing, Caltrans Translab, Caltrans Maintenance Yard, the Office of Emergency Services, the Caltrans/CHP Regional Traffic Management Center, and the Suburban Mobile Units; which cover multiple state facilities in the greater Sacramento area.

The Suburban Mobile Unit #2 consists of office, laboratory, shop, and warehouse facilities ranging from one to three stories.   This is a mobile position, with facilities located in Sacramento, West Sacramento, Mather, Rancho Cordova, Gold River, and Davis.  This position will also be responsible for providing backup to other engineering staff as needed.
