TOPIC OFFICE CHAPTER
Public contracts: job order contracting PS 889
PM

Summary: Authorizes, until December 1, 2007, job order contracting by the Los
Angeles Unified School District. The bill also requires the district to report to the
Legislature and to the DGS’ Office of Public School Construction regarding
implementation of the job order contracting process.

State contracts: acquisition of goods or services PD 752

Summary: Prohibits any state agency from entering into any contract for the
acquisition of goods or services with a contractor who discriminates between
employees with spouses and employees with domestic partners, or discriminates
between the domestic partners and spouses of those employees, in the provision
of benefits. The bill applies to contracts with a cumulative amount of $100,000 or
more per contractor in each fiscal year.

Employment discrimination OHR 671

Summary: Rejects a 2002 court of appeal decision which held workers in
California are not protected against workplace sexual harassment perpetrated by
customers, vendors, and other third parties, and thus harmonizes state and federal
law regarding harassment by such persons. Among other things, the bill: (1)
clarifies language in the Fair Employment and Housing Act to ensure that under
state law employers may potentially be liable for sexual harassment committed
against their workers by clients, customers and other third parties if they knew or
should have known of the harassment, and failed to take immediate and
appropriate corrective action to stop the harassment; and (2) ensures that
California's discrimination law is not weaker than federal regarding workplace
protections for employees facing harassment by customers and other third parties.

San Diego River Conservancy: real property PS 92

Summary: Requires that an acquisition of real property or an interest in real
property by the San Diego River Conservancy be acquired pursuant to the
Property Acquisition Law.

Domestic partners PD 421

Summary: Makes various changes in state law designed to provide domestic
partners with the rights and duties of married persons. The bill also contains a
provision that would require the DGS to provide notice to state agencies that in the
course of reviewing and revising all public—use forms, they reflect domestic
partnerships.

Public works: state projects and property PS 723
PM

Summary: This bill, sponsored by the DGS, updates and refines the statutes that
authorize the construction of a new state office building (the West End project) in
downtown Sacramento and a new office building in San Diego. Further, this bill
provides clarification of the continuous appropriation status of the Architecture
Revolving Fund to continue unencumbered if the Budget Act is not approved on
time. Finally, the measure authorizes a lease with the Amador Regional Sanitation
Authority.

Surplus school property: use of proceeds OPSC 891
Summary: Allows certain school districts to transfer 25 percent of the revenue
generated from the sale or lease of surplus property into their district’s general
fund and retain eligibility to receive state funding under the School Facilities Act of
1998. These provisions are repealed on January 1, 2005.

State employment: supervisorial training OHR 165
Summary: Requires that the training provided to newly appointed state

supervisors include training on employment law relating to persons with
disabilities.

Summary: This budget trailer bill contains a number of clean-up provisions to the
Budget Act of 2003 relative to state government administration. Among other
things, the bill would do the following:

Section 1 continues specified portions of the performance budgeting project with
the DGS. The Performance and Results Act of 1993 initiated a pilot project in four
departments to test whether performance budgeting could improve program
performance, provide greater accountability, and save money.

Section 2 provides that no state agency is required to use the Office of State
Publishing (OSP) for print projects. State agencies, however must solicit a bid
from the OSP when they are soliciting bids from the private sector and the project
is anticipated to cost more than $5,000. In addition, the OSP may offer its printing
services to state and other public agencies, including cities, counties, special
districts, community college districts, the California State University, the University
of California, and agencies of the United States government.

Section 9 authorizes the DGS to establish a negotiation process that may be used
during various stages of the procurement process when the department procures
goods, services, information technology, or telecommunications for itself or on
behalf of another state agency in order to achieve savings of $50 million from the
General Fund and $50 million from other funds.

Section 13 requires the Director of Finance to work with the Treasurer, the State
Allocation Board, and any other agencies to achieve a combined savings of at
least $50 million in General Fund debt service costs in the 2003-04 and 2004-05
fiscal years.

Polybrominated diphenyl ether PS 205

Summary: Prohibits, on or after January 1, 2008, a person from manufacturing,
processing, or distributing in commerce a product or a flame-retarded part of a
product containing more than 1/10 of one percent pentabrominated diphenyl ether
(pentaBDE) or octabrominated diphenyl ether (octabBDE) by mass beginning
January 1, 2008. The bill also requires by March 1, 2004, the Senate Office of
Research submit to the President Pro Tempore of the Senate and the Senate
Environmental Quality Committee recommendations regarding the regulation of
polybrominated diphenyl ether (PBDE), including relevant finding and rulings by
the European Union.

Public works: labor compliance programs OPSC 834
Summary: Codifies current state regulations requiring a labor compliance
program (LCP) be approved by the Director of the Department of Industrial
Relations. Further, the bill modifies the formula that provides reimbursement for
increased costs associated with LCPs.
Domestic violence: probation conditions CVCGCB 431
Summary: This bill will: (1) increase the minimum, mandatory payment imposed
on a person granted probation for a domestic violence crime from $200 to $400;
(2) increase the county’s share of these payments from one-third to two-thirds for
county domestic violence program special funds; and (3) decrease the county’s
share of these payments if the court orders a defendant to pay less than $200
because of his or her inability to pay the full $400 payment. These provisions are
in effect until January 1, 2007.

TOPIC

State employees: memoranda of understanding OHR 615

Summary: Provides for the ratification of a memorandum of understanding
entered into between the state employer and State Bargaining Units 1, 4, 7, 10,
11, 14, 15, 17, 20, and 21. In addition, provides that the calculation of "final
compensation” for a member in State Bargaining Unit Units 1, 4, 7, 10, 11, 14, 15,
17, 20, and 21 would include the compensation the member would have earned
effective July 1, 2003, if a specified five percent reduction had not occurred.

State employees: salary or wages: itemized statement OHR 433

Summary: Requires, at the discretion of the employee, a state agency to issue
the required itemized earnings statement electronically, rather than in writing.
Specifically, this bill specifies that the provision of the electronic statement of
itemized deductions shall only be provided based on certain funding
contingencies.

Property transactions PS 677

Summary: Authorizes the Department of Parks and Recreation to lease 20 acres
which is a portion of the real property known as the Taylor Yard to the City of Los
Angeles for public recreation purposes.

Public works contracts: compensation of contractors PM 678

Summary: Permits a public agency to enter into a competitively bid public works
contract when a bid protest is made, pending a final decision on the protest. The
bill also allows the contractor to be paid reasonable costs of the work performed,
under specified conditions, if the contract is later determined to be invalid due to
defects in the competitive bidding process and the contractor had no involvement
in causing the contract to be invalidated.

Summary: Requires certain urban water suppliers, on or after March 1, 2013, or
according to the terms of the Central Valley Project water contract or subcontract
in operation, to charge customers for water based on the actual volume of
deliveries as measured by a water meter. To meet the requirements of this
measure, certain urban water suppliers will need to install water meters on 100
percent of the buildings (non-agricultural) they supply with water.

Summary: Requires school districts, private schools, community colleges, and
the California State University to limit operation of 15-passenger vans to persons
issued a Class B drivers license.

Public contracts: disabled veteran business PD 623
enterprises

Summary: This bill, sponsored by the DGS, is to enhance the integrity of the
small business and disabled veteran business enterprise contracting programs. It
requires that: (1) small businesses, microbusinesses, and DVBEs perform a
commercially useful function on state contracts; (2) defines “commercially useful
function” for this purpose; and (3) provides for penalties for violators. It also
provides for additional penalties for obtaining a state contract with a fraudulently
acquired small business certification.

State agencies: state and consumer services CVCGCB 84
Summary: Consolidates the California Victim Compensation and Government
Claims Board under the jurisdiction of the State Consumer Services Agency and
allows the Secretary of the State Consumer Services Agency or his or her
designee, rather than the Director of DGS, to serve on the California Victim
Compensation and Government Claims Board.

Public employees’ retirement: retirement benefit OHR 838
enhancement

Summary: Allows state, local, or school members of California Public Employees'
Retirement System (CalPERS), to be eligible to purchase up to five years of non-
qualified service in CalPERS. Requires a member making this election to have at
least five years of service credit prior to the purchase and to pay the full cost of the
purchase.

Public contracts: electronic bids: reverse auctions PD 266

Summary: This bill, sponsored by the DGS, would authorize the DGS to conduct
on-line reverse auctions for “commercial off-the-shelf” goods, services, and
information technology.

Public works: prevailing wage PS 839
PM

Summary: Existing law requires that workers on public works projects be paid the
prevailing wage. The prevailing wage is the basic hourly rate of pay and includes
health, welfare, and pension benefits, vacation, necessary travel time, and
subsistence pay.

This bill clarifies that an employer may not credit pension or other contributions
against their prevailing wage obligations unless the employer makes the
contribution on no less than a quarterly basis.

Summary: Requires the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development

Commission to develop a statewide replacement tire efficiency program to
promote the use of fuel efficient tires.

Smoking: public buildings PS 342
BPM

Summary: Extends the current ban on smoking in state-owned and leased
buildings to include buildings owned or leased by a county, a city, a city and
county, or a California community college district. The bill also expands the
current five-foot non-smoking perimeter around the main entrance, exit, or
operable window of a government building to 20-feet. The bill provides that these
provisions would not preempt the authority of any local governments and
campuses of the University of California, California State University, and the
California Community College to impose more stringent non-smoking standards
than required by this bill.

Telecommunications: access to state property for TD 820
wireless facilities: California Teleconnect Fund

Administrative Committee Fund: Digital Divide

Account

Summary: Requires the Director of the DGS, within 120 days of its operative
date, to compile and maintain an inventory of state-owned real property that may
be available for lease to providers of wireless telecommunications services for
location of wireless facilities. It would add provisions of law limiting the lease of
state property to wireless telecommunications service providers to 10 years, with
five-year renewals.

The bill also requires that 15 percent of the revenues from fees collected from
leases to wireless telephone companies be deposited into the Digital Divide
Account, which this bill would create. Monies in the Digital Divide Account would
be available, upon appropriation by the Legislature to the Public Utilities
Commission, to finance digital divide projects.

Personal services contracts: legal services OoLS 883

Summary: Makes changes to the current notification requirements of legal
service contracts entered into by state agencies. These provisions will provide
timely notice to the designated representative of State Employees Bargaining
Unit 2 (California Attorneys, Administrative Law Judges, and Hearing Officers in
State Employment) when the state contracts for legal services.

Public contracts: subcontractor substitution PM 180

Summary: Allows an awarding authority to consent to a subcontractor substitution
when the subcontractor listed in the bid fails or refuses to execute a written contract

for the scope of work and price specified in the subcontractor's bid.

Summary: Authorizes the Victim Compensation and Government Claims Board
to recognize an “authorized representative” of the victim or derivative victim, as
defined. (Urgency Clause—effective date is September 4, 2003).

State employees: memoranda of understanding: State OHR 616
Bargaining Unit 9

Summary: Provides for the ratification of a memorandum of understanding
entered into between the state employer and State Bargaining Unit 9 and the
expenditure of funds except for specified provisions related to an increase of
salary or compensation. This agreement is effective July 2, 2003, to July 2, 2008.
Public school facilities funding: hazardous materials OPSC 570
evaluation and removal

Summary: Authorizes the State Allocation Board to provide additional new
construction funds to a school district if, as a result of additional requirements
imposed by the Department of Toxic Substances Control, the actual costs paid by
the district for allowable hazardous materials evaluation and removal exceeds the
amount of the grant apportioned for this purpose.

This additional apportionment is capped by the provision in existing law that limits

the state’s share for site acquisition and clean-up to 50 percent of 150 percent of
the fair market value of the site as an uncontaminated site.

Summary: Requires that one priority for the use of certain maintenance funds be
used to ensure that school facilities, including but not limited to, restroom facilities
for pupils are functional and meet local hygiene standards applied to public
facilities.

Public safety: communication system TD 314

Summary: Clarifies that the activities and recommendations of the state Public
Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee are not to be construed as a
requirement that local government agencies conform their radio systems to those
recommendations. The bill also makes other minor, technical changes.

School facilities funding: modernization OPSC 572
Summary: This bill: (1) allows an additional apportionment to be made for the
modernization of permanent school facilities every 25 years following the date of
the previous apportionment; and (2) allows an additional apportionment to be
made for the modernization of portable classrooms every 20 years following the
date of the previous apportionment. The second apportionment can only be used
to replace a 40-year old portable, not modernize it, unless a district is able to
document that modernizing the portable is a better use of public resources.
Further, the bill requires a district to certify that the existing eligible portable
classroom which is to be replaced will be removed from any classroom use.

TOPIC

Claims against the state: appropriation CVCGCB 475
Summary: Appropriates $428,000 from the General Fund to the Executive Officer
of the California Victim Compensation and Government Claims Board (Board) for
the payment of Claim No. G537834 (in the matter of Quedellis Ricardo Walker)
upon approval of this claim by the Board. If the Board determines that the amount
to pay this claim is less than the amount appropriated, any remaining moneys from
this appropriation shall revert back to the General Fund on June 30 of the fiscal
year in which the final payment of the claim is made. (Urgency Clause—effective
date is September 22, 2003).
Bonds OPSC 770
Summary: Establishes an annual reporting process for various expenditures
associated with General Obligation bond measures approved by voters on or after
January 1, 2004. Specifically, the bill requires the head of the lead state agency
administering bond proceeds to report annually to the Legislature and the state
Department of Finance.

Solar energy systems DSA 290

Summary: Prevents a public entity that prohibits the installation of reasonable
solar energy systems within its jurisdiction from receiving state grants or loans for
solar energy systems. The bill also requires public entities to certify that they have
not imposed such restrictions when applying for state solar energy grants or loans.

Environmental quality: public comments PS 695
