Speedy resolution of the due process hearing
is mandated by law and continuance of the hearing may be granted only upon a showing of
good cause. (Ed. Code, 8§ 56505, subd. (f)(3).) Inruling upon amotion for continuance, the
Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH) is guided by the provisions found within the
Administrative Procedure Act and the California Rules of Court that concern motionsto
continue. (Cal. Code Regs,, tit. 1, § 1020; Cal. Rules of Court, 3.1332.) Generaly,
continuances of matters are disfavored. (Cal. Rules of Court, 3.1332(c).)
