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On June 16, 2011, Student filed a Due Process Hearing Request (complaint), naming 
District.  On June 29, 2001, District filed a Notice of Insufficiency (NOI).   

 
On June 30, Student filed a Request to Amend the Due Process Hearing Request 

(amended complaint) to correct the insufficiency addressed in District’s NOI.   
 
On July 1, 2011, OAH prepared an order determining the complaint to be insufficient 

and further ordering Student to file an amended complaint within 14 days from issuance of 
the order.   

 
An amended complaint may be filed when either (a) the other party consents in 

writing and is given the opportunity to resolve the complaint through a resolution session, or 
(b) the hearing officer grants permission, provided the hearing officer may grant such 
permission at any time more than five (5) days prior to the due process hearing.  (20 U.S.C. 
§1415(c)(2)(E)(i).)1  The filing of an amended complaint restarts the applicable timelines for 
the due process hearing.  (20 U.S.C. §1415(c)(2)(E)(ii).)
