On August 1, 2011, the Panama-Buena Vista Union School District (District) filed a
request to continue the dates in this matter on the ground that counsel for District was
unavailable for hearing due to personal matters. Counsel provided a sworn declaration in
support of the motion. The Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH) did not receive a
written response from Parent. However, District stated in its motion that Parent had been
unwilling to agree to a continuance. On August 5, 2011, Parent informed OAH that she
would not be filing an opposition and may file Student’s own complaint.

A due process hearing must be conducted and a decision rendered within 45 days of
receipt of the due process notice unless an extension is granted. (34 C.F.R. § 300.515(a); Ed.
Code, 88 56502, subd. (f), 56505, subd. (f)(3).) Speedy resolution of the due process hearing
is mandated by law and continuance of the hearing may be granted only upon a showing of
good cause. (Ed. Code, § 56505, subd. (f)(3).) In ruling upon a motion for continuance,
OAH is guided by the provisions found within the Administrative Procedure Act and the
California Rules of Court that concern motions to continue. (Cal. Code Regs., tit. 1, § 1020;
Cal. Rules of Court, rule 3.1332.) Generally, continuances of matters are disfavored. (Cal.
Rules of Court, rule 3.1332(c).)
