DPA Rule 599.785.5 delegates authority to departments to authorize up to five days of ATO during a Governor-declared state of emergency for those employees that meet the provisions of this rule.

	Governor Schwarzenegger has declared a state of emergency in Southern California due the wildfires.  DGS operations in the Southern California area may be closed due to the fires.  The employees impacted by this disaster may be entitled to ATO.

	The Governor has authorized paid administrative time off for State employees who work in the affected areas of Southern California.
