	Prepares designs for minor structures or assists in the preparation of designs and drawings for major buildings and other structures utilizing the building codes, material standards, text books, calculators and computers/software under the direction of Supervising/District Engineer.

	2. 
	Prepares responses for Supervisor/District Engineer’s response to inquires from architects, engineers, inspectors and others concerning the projects utilizing the building codes, material standards, text books, calculators and computers/software under the direction of Supervising/District Engineer.

	3. 
	Reviews material testing, special inspection, and construction observation reports for code, plan and specification requirements related to the Division of State Architect’s oversight of the construction of school and essential services buildings and reports all findings of such reviews to the Supervising and/or District Engineer utilizing the building codes, material text books, calculators and computers/software.

	4. 
	Reviews revisions, addenda, deferred approvals and change orders for projects during the plan review and/or construction in progress utilizing the building codes, material standards, text books, calculators and computers/software under the direction of Supervising/District Engineer.

	Reviews plans, specifications, and computations including geotechnical and geologic hazards reports for the less complex types of public school and essential services buildings prepared by private sector design professionals utilizing the building codes, material standards, text books, calculators and computers/software under the direction of Supervising/District Engineer.

	Performs shop and field observations of material fabrication facilities utilizing the building codes, and accepted national material standards under the direction of Supervising/District Engineer.
