[bookmark: _GoBack]State agencies, local governments and others must be prepared to respond to emergencies that will eventually strike our State.  Most if not all State agencies must be able to assess their own internal capabilities and step forward to provide support to the State in a cost efficient approach to the imminent challenge.
 
The California State Emergency Plan (SEP) delineates the California Emergency Functions (CA-EFs), which consist of eighteen primary activities deemed essential to addressing the emergency management needs of communities in all phases of emergency management.  The CA EFs consist of an alliance of state agencies, departments and other stakeholders with similar functional responsibilities who effectively collaborate to mitigate, prepare for, respond to and recover from an emergency. A single state agency is assigned to lead each CA-EF based on its authorities, resources and capabilities.  The State Consumer Services Agency (SCSA) is the designated lead state agency for EF 3, 7 & 14 and delegated the responsibility of the EF development to the Department of General Services (DGS).
 
The EF 3 Construction and Engineering organizes the capabilities and resources of the state government to facilitate the delivery of services, technical assistance, engineering expertise, construction management and other support to local jurisdictions. The EF 3 goals are:

· To create a process to identify and gather data to create an EF 3 specific capability directory to support emergency response and recovery, and
· Provide technical guidance to EF 7 Resources, for identification of state facilities; EF 3 will create a process for hazard identification and rating of state facilities (buildings and property) critical to support emergency response and recovery.

The EF7 Resources coordinates plans and activities to locate, procure and pre-position resources to support emergency operations and are concentrating on three critical functional elements, Facilities, Emergency Acquisition, and Critical Assets. The EF 7 goals are:

· To create an effective and cooperative process to identify and acquire appropriate property and facilities for rapid access and utilization during an emergency,
· To develop and implement a comprehensive emergency acquisition program to support emergency procurement services, and
· To create a process to identify and collect a state owned critical asset inventory, to include rapid access and deployment procedures. 
	
The EF 14 Long-Term Recovery when developed will support and enable economic recovery of communities and California from the long-term consequences of extraordinary emergencies and disasters.
