WordPress was originally designed as a blog host running in a Linux / Apache / MySQL / PHP environment.
Installing in a Microsoft environment means first installing the Windows-friendly versions of:

· MySQL

· FastCGI

· PHP & its admin interface

and then WordPress itself.  Using for-Windows everything, and IIS, means it's more fragile than starting with a Linux server with Apache.
As far as I know, OTR has no staff experienced in any of the above.
eServices is offering free hosting on its WordPress server, and encouraging state webmasters to use it.  No department is using it in place of their websites; the uses seem to be for narrow, specific aspects of their public communications.
