As the Procurement Manager he instructs his staff on Education/Outreach developing “cheat sheets” with the (Lists of DVBE/SB vendors) that enable staff when ordering supplies the ability to have the numerous DVBE/SB vendors at reach to contact for bid solicitation.  This allows for a higher percentage of possibility that a DVBE/SB vendor is the best bid for the supplies needed.

Mr. Martinez is instrumental in ensuring that all staff at ISP,  are aware of the requirements to get competitive bids from DVBE/SB vendors.  Mr. Martinez builds relationships with these vendors and staff to encourage them to meet the supply needs of the Institution.

He is continuously assisting and training his staff to ensure compliance and encourages them to teach other staff members the need for achieving CDCR’s goals.
