The Victim Compensation and Government Claims Board (VCGCB) procurement staff is committed
to utilizing SB and DVBE businesses for all procurement activities. The VCGCB has consistently
exceeded the State's SB goal of conducting at least 25% of all procurement activity with small or
micro businesses. For the past three fiscal years, the SBE procurement activity is as follows: FY
09/10 = 73.54%; FY 10/11 = 52.65%; FY 11/12 = 58.89%.

Due in large part to the commitment of our procurement staff to offer all opportunities to the small
business and disabled veteran community, the VCGCB continues to meet and exceed this goal each
year.

How did the Agency improve SB/DVBE participation? (Please use less than 1,900 characters including spaces)

The VCGCB has implemented processes in the procurement area as well as with our internal
customers to seek out SB and DVBE businesses to provide all available supplies and services. We
continue to reach out to businesses, and when selecting businesses from a pool (CMAS, MSA,
internal list), we focus on SB and DVBE businesses first. When contacted by a business that is
eligible but has not applied for certification, our advocate provides information on obtaining
certification and directs the business to DGS websites for additional information.

Although we may achieve or exceed our goals before the end of the fiscal year, our procurement
staff will continue to seek out SB/DVBE businesses to further increase our percentages. This
speaks not only to the dedication of the procurement staff, but also to the commitment of the
VCGCB, as a State representative, to support this business community.

The VCGCB procurement staff have implemented tracking measures which allow us to identify our
achievements throughout the year. This information is tracked in our contract and purchase logs so
that it is easy to identify and calculate our usage to determine at any given time if we will achieve or

exceed the required goals. This enables us to monitor the SB/DVBE activity to quickly determine if
our goals are being met.

We are committed to exceeding the DVBE goals for FY 12/13 and continue to look for opportunities
to meet these goals and assist the targeted community.

The VCGCB continues to look for opportunities to meet and exceed the State's participation goals.
This includes development of a qualified vendor pool, identifying new vendors, requiring that all

procurement opportunities.
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
