Additional requirement - f.  Confidential Material:  

“Any material submitted by any respondent in their final proposal that is marked “CONFIDENTIAL”, ‘PROPRIETARY” OR “TRADE SECRET” will be returned to the respondent and cause the entire submission to not be evaluated and deemed non-responsive.”
2. Section I (page 29), 7.  SELECTION AND AWARD
Additional requirement - g.  RFP Contents/Public Records/Confidentiality:

“Final proposals are a public record upon opening pursuant to the California Public 

Records Act, California Government Code Section 6250 et. seq.; however, the contents

of all proposals, correspondence, agenda, memoranda, working papers, or any other 

medium which discloses any aspect of a respondent’s proposal shall be held in 

confidence until notice of intent to award.  Respondent should be aware that any portion

of a final proposal marked by the respondent as “CONFIDENTIAL”, “PROPRIETARY” or

“TRADE SECRET” will be returned to the respondent and cause the entire submission

to not be evaluated and deemed non-responsive.  The content of all working papers and

discussions relating to the respondent’s proposal shall be held confidential indefinitely

unless the public interest is best served by an item’s disclosure because of its direct

pertinence to a decision, agreement or the evaluation of the proposal.  Any disclosure of

confidential State information by the respondent is a basis for rejecting the respondent’s

proposal and ruling the respondent ineligible to further participate.”
3. Section III (page 1), B. REBATES

Clarification on rebate payments:

Average Transaction Rebate and Volume Sales Rebate shall be paid by the 50th
calendar day after the end of each quarter (3 calendar months).
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4.  Section III (page 2), B. REBATES

      Change on prompt payment rebate:
“The contractor will pay the determined dollar rebate amount by the 50th calendar day after the end each quarter (3 calendar months).”
5. Section III (page 2), C. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE

Change to administrative fee payment:

“The Contractor will pay the determined dollar rebate amount by the 50th calendar day after the end of each quarter (3 calendar months).”
All other terms and conditions of the RFP shall remain the same.
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
