	COMPLETING THE COST WORKSHEET

Bidder is to complete the cost worksheet for each category bid: Electrical, HVAC, Industrial, Janitorial, Safety, Toilet Tissue and/or Tools.   Bidder is to complete each column for each item bid prior to continuing on to the second step (draft bids must not contain any pricing).  
· Column A – CLIN (Contract Line Item #) is the number DGS has assigned to the line item description.
· Column B – Contract Category corresponds to the category worksheet and should remain constant when working within the designated Cost Worksheet.  
· Column C – Sub-Category within each contract category.
· Column D – Quantity is the annual estimated state use quantity based on historical records.
· Column E – Unit of Measure is the descriptor of the packaging unit (i.e. each, box, case, etc).
· Column F – Quantity in Unit of Measure field will carry the number of base units in the packaging of the products (i.e. # of pencils in a box).
· Column G – Manufacturer Part Number, Column H –SKU and Column I – Item Description describe the item as referenced in the current MRO contract.  Bidder is to offer a new product when the referenced item fails to meet current regulatory standards or bid specifications.  For example, new regulatory standards must be met for appliances, indoor air cleaning devices, refrigerants, off-road equipment and products containing volatile organic compounds. Bidders offering a product other than the referenced brand must enter appropriate information in Columns K through P.
· Column J – Bidding Reference Brand - Bidder must select YES or NO as to whether the product offered is or is not the same item referenced in Column G, Manufacturer Part Number and Column H, SKU number.
COMPLETINGTHE COST WORKSHEET (Continued)

· Column K through Column P must be completed if not bidding the reference brand listed in Column G, Manufacturer Part Number and Column H, SKU number.
· Column K - Item Description - Informational text about the commodity being purchased.  Description should be descriptive enough to show the item is consistent with the specifications (high-level).  
· Column L – Manufacturer Part Number - Identifies manufacturer's unique identifier for a particular line item. 
· Column M – Manufacturer - Identifies the manufacturer's name for each line item. 

· Column N – SKU # - Identifies supplier's unique identifier for a particular line item. 
· Column O – Unit of Measure is the descriptor of the packaging unit (i.e. each, box, case, etc).  
· Column P – Quantity in Unit of Measure - This field will carry the number of base units in the packaging of the products (i.e. # of pencils in a box).
· Column Q – UNSPSC Code (The United Nations Standard Products and Services Code) is a global multi-sector standard for efficient, accurate classification of products and services. 
This field should document the appropriate UNSPSC Commodity Code for each line item.

· Column R through Column T are products the bidder has identified as "covered" under the solicitation specifications. Those products that are not regulated or covered within the "Category Major" as described from the pull down list would choose "N/A", not applicable.  
· Column R – Category Major - Bidder must determine if the products they offer are considered an adhesive, aerosol, appliance, custodial equipment, drinking cup, off road powered equipment, indoor air cleaning devices, janitorial cleaner, janitorial paper product, packaging, plastic trash bag, refrigerant, sealant, shipping material, switch, thermostat or a volatile organic compound as defined per California laws and regulations and/or per Section 6 of this solicitation. Bidder to mark “N/A”, not applicable if the product is not covered under these laws, regulations or specifications. 

COMPLETINGTHE COST WORKSHEET (Continued)

· Column S - Recycle Content - Bidder must determine if the products they offer are made with recycled materials.  Both pre-consumer/post-industrial (RC) and post-consumer recycled (PCRC) materials are considered. Bidder to mark "None" if the product offered does not contain any recycled materials.  
· Column T - CA Sustainable - Bidder must identify those products compliant with the CA Sustainable specifications described in the solicitation.  Mandatory CA Sustainable Items are to be included in Column J. For example, major appliances (dishwashers, refrigerators, freezers and air-conditioners) must meet current California Appliance Efficiency Standards as well as be Energy Star qualified. Bidder would identify these items in Column J with a “YES”. 
· Column U – Mercury Containing – Bidder must identify products containing mercury.  Bidder would identify these items in Column U with a “YES”. 
· Column V – Manufacturing Location - Bidder must identify where the item offered was manufactured.  The continent where the manufacturing plant is located should be chosen unless the product was manufactured in California or within 500 miles of its boarders.  These items are defined as CA Sustainable. 
· Column W – List Price/MSRP - An independently verifiable public price available to the general public. 
· Column X – Contract Price - This is the contractual price for a given line item based on the price that was bid, as relative to the unit of measure.
· Column Y – Extension is the total of the estimated quantity multiplied by Contract Unit Price.

Categories (Major): Adhesive, aerosol, appliance, custodial equipment, drinking cups, off-road powered equipment, indoor air cleaning devices, janitorial cleaners, janitorial paper products, not-applicable (N/A), packaging, plastic trash bags, refrigerant, sealant, shipping materials, switches, thermostats, and volatile organic compound.
Mandatory CA Sustainable Items: 
Shipping materials, packaging, major appliances, custodial equipment, plastic trash bags, janitorial paper products, janitorial cleaners, adhesives, sealants and drinking cups.

	INFORMATION TRANSFER TO ADDITIONAL WORKSHEETS

After Cost Worksheet is completed, bidder must copy all information between Columns A through Columns V and transfer this information by pasting it into the appropriate additional worksheets provided within the Cost Workbook.  Columns A through V on the additional worksheets coincide with Columns A through V on the Cost Worksheet for transferring ease.  
Bidders may sort information based on Column R - Category Major, Column S - Recycle Content, Column T - CA Sustainable, Column U - Mercury Containing or Column V - Manufacturing Location to assist with transferring appropriate line items to the correct additional worksheets.  Only line Items that pertain to the specific worksheets shall be transferred.  For example, only products containing recycle content would be listed on the Recycle Content worksheet.

	IDENTIFYING ADDITIONAL WORKSHEETS TO COMPLETE

Information entered within Columns R (Category Major), Column S (Recycle Content), Column T (CA Sustainable), Column U (Mercury Containing) and Column V (Manufacturing Location) will direct bidder to completing additional worksheets.  The worksheets are to determine product compliance with California laws and assist buyers in tracking purchases for mandatory reporting requirements.  
The number of worksheets that must be completed in addition to the Cost Worksheet is dependent on the Contract Categories listed and products offered on each of the line items. Note: A product may be listed on one or more additional worksheets (i.e. Refrigerators will be listed on the Appliance Worksheet and the California Sustainable Worksheet.  Refrigerant Worksheets will also include refrigerator products when containing refrigerants. 
· Appliance Worksheet: Products meeting the definition of an appliance per The California Code of Regulations, Title 20 Section 1602 shall be identified within Column H of the cost worksheet and the Appliance Worksheet completed.  Appliances covered include but are not limited to: central air conditioners, cooking and washing products, electronics, fans and dehumidifiers, heat pumps, heating products, lighting products, motor products, non-central air conditioning and heat pump products, plumbing products, refrigeration products, transformer products and water heater products.

IDENTIFYING ADDITIONAL WORKSHEETS TO COMPLETE (Continued)

· Indoor Air Quality Devices (IAQD) Worksheet: Products meeting the definition of an IACD per The California Code of Regulations, Title 17 Section 94801shall be identified within Column R of the Cost Worksheet and the IACD worksheet completed.  IACD defined as an appliance must also be listed within the Appliance Worksheet. IACD type products include electronic filtration devices, electrostatic precipitator, ionizers and other air cleaners such as mechanical air filtration devices.

· Mercury Containing Worksheet: Any product containing mercury shall be identified within Column U of the Cost Worksheet and the Mercury Containing worksheet completed.  Products containing mercury may include but are not limited to switches, thermostats, appliances, custodial equipment, off-road powered equipment, lamps or lighting products. The Mercury Containing Worksheet assists bidders in maintaining compliance with the Mercury Thermostat Collection Act of 2008 and identifying products that are required to meet other mercury limits outlined in the solicitation.  Products identified as a Thermostat within Column R and covered by the Mercury Thermostat Collection Act of 2008 will also be listed on the Mercury Containing Worksheet.  Mercury-free thermostats are included.
· Off-Road Powered Equipment Worksheet: Products covered under The California Code of Regulations, Title 13 Section Chapter 9 Article 1 – Small Off-Road Engines shall be identified within Column R as Off-Road Powered Equipment of the Cost Worksheet and the Off-Road Powered Equipment Worksheet completed.  This worksheet is to ensure powered equipment is certified to meet California emission standards.  Types of engines covered include large spark ignited engines, compression ignition engines - diesel, small spark ignited engines and spark ignited marine engines.

· Plastic Trash Bags Worksheet: All plastic trash bags (thickness of 0.7 mil or greater) the bidder offers as part of this solicitation shall be identified within Column R of the Cost Worksheet and the Plastic Trash Bag Worksheet completed.  The Plastic Trash Bag Worksheet assists in identifying compliance with California Plastic Trash Bag Laws.  

IDENTIFYING ADDITIONAL WORKSHEETS (continued)

· Recycle Content Worksheet: All products identified as containing RC, PCRC or Both in Column S of the Cost Worksheet must be listed within the Recycle Content Worksheet.  The Recycle Content Worksheet assists bidders in complying with the SABRC requirements set forth in the Public Contract Code Sections 12200-12217.   The information provided by the bidder also assists State Agencies in meeting SABRC reporting requirements. 

· Refrigerant Worksheet:: All chlorofluorocarbons, hydrochlorofluorocarbon and hydrofluorocarbon materials (i.e. refrigerants) as defined in Title 17 California Code of Regulations Section 95832 (a) and appliances containing these materials shall be listed on the Refrigerant Worksheet.  The Refrigerant Worksheet is to identify products covered under the regulations for the management of high global warming potential (GWP) refrigerants and assist buyers in choosing lower GWP refrigerants where practicable. 

· VOC Worksheet:  The Volatile Organic Content (VOC) Worksheet is used to identify products that produce emissions and ensure they comply with the VOC standards established in this solicitation. Products listed within this worksheet include those identified as an adhesive, aerosol, janitorial cleaners, refrigerant, sealants and volatile organic compound under the Category Major column.  The VOC worksheet is also used to ensure compliance with Title 17 CCR Section 94509.  

· CA Sustainable Worksheet:  The Products manufactured in California or within 500 miles of California borders along with those identified as CA Sustainable under Column T of the Cost Worksheet are to be listed within the CA Sustainable Worksheet.  Bidders are to complete this worksheet last.  After completing other worksheets bidders may discover additional products may qualify as a California Sustainable purchase.

Products meeting the definition of an appliance per The California Code of Regulations, Title 20 Section 1602 shall be listed within the Appliance Worksheet.   Bidder is to identify the appliance type and sub-type from a pull down list of each appliance offered as part of this solicitation.  The pull down list(s) is based on how the appliance is defined within the current California Appliance Efficiency Standards and Database.  The Appliance ID can be found in the appliance data provided in Exhibits 11.33A through 11.33N, California Certified Appliances.  The appliance data includes all products that are compliant with California Appliance Efficiency Standards as of March 5, 2011.  
Products not listed will be accepted providing the products offered are compliant with California Appliance Efficiency Standard and are present on California Energy Commissions Appliance Efficiency Database at time of bid opening.  An Appliance ID will not be listed in these circumstances.  When this occurs the bidder must supply all information for the product as offered in the appliance data provided under this IFB.   
Appliances containing refrigerant must be identified and the refrigerant type noted within the Refrigerant worksheet.  The manufacturer’s warranty period must be included by choosing the appropriate number of years starting with zero for those products where a warranty is not offered.

IACD type products include electronic filtration devices, electrostatic precipitator, ionizers and other air cleaners such as mechanical air filtration devices.  Each product must be certified by the California Air Resources Board (ARB) and an Executive Order “EO” issued.  Bidders are to choose the appropriate IACD Type, enter the EO certificate number and the IACD ID number.  The IACD ID number can be found in the IAQD data provided in Exhibit 11.34, California Certified Indoor Air Cleaning Devices.  The IACD data includes all products that are certified as of March 5, 2011.  Products not listed will be accepted providing the products offered are ARB certified and are issued an EO by time of bid opening. The amount of Mercury contained in each product identified as containing Mercury shall be disclosed by entering this information in the Mercury Containing Worksheet.  Thermostat products, including mercury-free, must also include the Manufacturer’s Name, Website Address, Toll Free Telephone Number and Mail-In Label Instruction as required by law. (Skip this step when bidder is not offering any Plastic Trash Bag product)
Plastic trash bag manufacturers must be compliant with California Plastic Trash Bag Laws (PRC 42290 et seq and 14 CCR Article 5).   Bidder is to enter the thickness of each plastic trash bag offered.   Plastic Trash bags with a thickness of 0.7 mils or greater must also include a Plastic Trash Bag ID number. The Plastic Trash Bag ID number can be found in the Plastic Trash Bag data provided in Exhibit 11.36B, Compliant Trash Bag Manufacturers.  The data lists all compliant Manufacturers and products complaint with the regulations as of March 5, 2011.  Manufacturers and products not listed will be accepted providing the products offered are compliant with the applicable laws and can be certified as compliant by time of bid opening.  Complaint products would also be listed on the Recycle-Content worksheet where the amount of recycled materials would be disclosed.

	COMPLETING THE RECYCLE CONTENT WORKSHEET 
All products identified as containing RC, PCRC or Both must be listed within the Recycle Content Worksheet.  The Recycle Content Worksheet assists bidders in complying with the SABRC requirements set forth in the Public Contract Code Sections 12200-12217 and identifying products that meet recycle content minimum percentages as defined by the U.S. Green Building Council Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) sustainable purchases criteria.
Reporting Post-Consumer Recycle Content and Total Recycle Content Products made with post-consumer recycle content (PCRC) must list the percent and category of PCRC.  Recycle content for both PCRC and pre-consumer recycle content (RC) is measured as a weight percent:  The weight of the recycled material divided by the total weight of the product offered.  Recycle Content will be recorded in increments of 5 percent.  Products containing PCRC material, meeting the SABRC PCRC minimum listed for reference.   
Example A: 
Paper Towel contains forty percent (40%) PCRC paper fiber and sixty percent (60%) recycled content (RC) fiber.  Total Recycle content (TRC) is 40% PCRC paper plus 60% RC paper, equaling 100% TRC [40%+60%=100%].  Product is SABRC Compliant and a California Sustainable Purchase. 

Example B:

Aluminum ladder contains seventy percent (70%) PCRC metal and ten percent (10%) PCRC plastic. PCRC would be listed as seventy percent (70%) metal. Product is SABRC Compliant and a California Sustainable Purchase.

Total Recycle content (TRC) is seventy percent (70%) PCRC Metal plus ten percent (10%) PCRC Plastic, equaling eighty percent (80%) TRC [70%+10%= 80%].

Example C:

Storage bins contains ten percent (10%) RC metal, thirty-five percent (35%) RC plastic and five percent (5 %) PCRC plastic.  The PCRC is five percent (5 %) plastic.  Product does not meet the SABRC Compliant minimums and therefore is SABRC non-compliant. However, product may meet the eligibility requirements to be declared a California Sustainable Purchase. 
COMPLETING THE RECYCLE CONTENT WORKSHEET (Continued)

Total Recycle content (TRC) is ten percent (10%) RC metal plus thirty percent (35%) RC plastic plus ten percent (5%) PCRC plastic, equaling fifty percent (50%) TRC [10%+30%+10%=50%].

	COMPLETING THE REFRIGERANT  WORKSHEET

Refrigerant Worksheet:: All chlorofluorocarbons, hydrochlorofluorocarbon and hydrofluorocarbon materials (i.e. refrigerants) as defined in Title 17 California Code of Regulations Section 95832 (a) and appliances containing these materials shall be listed on the Refrigerant Worksheet.  The Refrigerant Worksheet is to identify products covered under the regulations for the management of high global warming potential (GWP) refrigerants and assist buyers in choosing lower GWP refrigerants where practicable. The name of the refrigerant, its ozone depleting potential (ODP) and GWP shall be noted for each product containing a refrigerant.  Bidder is to look up the Refrigerant ID number associated with the named refrigerant within the data provided in Exhibit 11.36A, Refrigerants.  Adhesives and cleaners containing chloro fluoro carbons and refrigerant sold separately, not contained within an appliance shall also be listed on the VOC worksheet.

VOC Worksheet:  The Volatile Organic Content (VOC) Worksheet is used to identify products that produce emissions and ensure they comply with the VOC standards established in this solicitation. Products listed within this worksheet include those identified as an adhesive, aerosol, janitorial cleaners, refrigerant, sealants and volatile organic compound under the Category- Major column.  The VOC worksheet is also used to ensure compliance with Title 17 CCR Section 94509.  

Bidder is to choose from the pull down list the type of product offered as defined in the regulations for reducing emissions in consumer products (17 CCR 94508).  The VOC measurements for each product must be entered and are based on the test methods outlined in the Regulations for Reducing Emissions in Consumer Products (% VOC by Weight), SCAQMD Rule 1113 (Grams of VOC per liter of Coating) and BAAQMD Regulation 8 Rule 51(Grams of VOC per Liter). Bidder is to look up the VOC ID associated with the product offered from the data provided in Exhibit 11.38B, CA VOC Standards.

	COMPLETING THE CA SUSTAINABLE  WORKSHEET

CA Sustainable Worksheet:  Bidders are to complete this worksheet last.  The Products manufactured in California or within 500 miles of California borders along with those identified as CA Sustainable under Column T of the Cost Worksheet are to be listed within the CA Sustainable Worksheet.  
All Products declared as meeting one or more of the CA Sustainable criterion must be entered on the CA Sustainable Worksheet.   Bidder is to enter the address of the Manufacturing facility only when the product is manufactured in California or within 500 miles of California Borders.  Bidder to enter each sustainable criterion a product meets.  

Bidder will choose the appropriate Standard or Certificate ID the product meets from the data tables provided in Exhibit 11.40, Reference Standards.  When the product is certified, the certificate number must be listed.  Products that are not certified but have been tested to meet a referenced standard will be accepted providing the product has been tested by an independent third party that is an ANSI accredited business that can make Environmental Labels and Declarations claims in accordance with ISO 14020, ISO14025 or ISO14024 standards.   Reference Standards not listed in Exhibit 11.40 will be considered on a case by case bases.  Bidder must provide the title of the alternate standard, the name of the certifying body and a copy of the third-party certificate for consideration and/or compliance.

Bidder is to add up the number of CA Sustainable Criterion met and place this number in the column titled “Number of CA Sustainable Criterion Met (Multiplier)”.  The bid price will not be entered on draft bids.  The Sustainable Purchase Value is automated once pricing is included.  
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
