Martinez, Chief of the Office of Policy, Training and Customer Services, sponsored the DGS Commercially Useful Function (CUF) Workgroup.  The Workgroup convened in 2011 consisted of DGS buyers and SB/DVBE Advocates from the Department of Water Resources, Franchise Tax Board, and Department of Real Estate.  The collective intent of the Workgroup is to enhance consistency in the bid evaluation processes performed by state contracting officials.  The CUF Workgroup developed the CUF Evaluation & Determination Worksheet and Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) documents, found in these hyperlinks, to aid state department buyers in the bid evaluation process. The FAQs address questions that state department buyers have frequently submitted on the subject.  In addition to these two documents, DGS’ plan includes publishing scenarios as examples.  These scenarios, when created, will provide bid evaluators examples of how to use the worksheet.
