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Natoma Technologies supports the substance of the written testimony submitted by AeA’s Ed Howard & ITAA submitted by Carol Henton.  Please refer to these documents, as they represent us as a member technology company.

Uniform standards should create documented consistency across the State IT procurement process.  The 10 items listed in the current draft memo need to be more clearly explained.

In terms of “progress payments” related to the Bond Statute, we recommend that the State adopt the federal FAR definition according to Federal procurement best practices.  “Progress Payments” are a form of government financing not simply (as current interpretation) any payment given for an IT deliverable.  This would help mitigate the bond crisis facing the CA IT market.
