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	What are “common specifications” and how did the State create them?
	Common specifications refer to State-defined standards for this product category.  California’s common specifications were developed after a complete analysis of technology choices and use in State agencies.  The review resulted in the need for several requirements for both products and services including levels of copier performance, standardization of warranty length, and identification of service and support usage and patterns.
