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	Do I need authority to purchase off these contracts?
	Yes. Prior to placing orders against these contracts, State departments must have been granted purchasing authority by the DGS Procurement Division for the use of the State’s contracts.  A department’s current purchasing authority number must be entered in the appropriate location on each purchase document.  Departments that have not been granted purchasing authority by the DGS Procurement Division for the use of the State’s contracts may access the Purchasing Authority Application at http://www.pd.dgs.ca.gov/deleg/pamanual.htm (see Chapters 1 and 13) or may contact the DGS Procurement Division’s Purchasing Authority Management Section by e-mail at pams@dgs.ca.gov.
