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	What are “common configurations” and how did the State create them?
	Common configurations refer to State-defined standard for technology.  California’s common configurations were developed after a complete analysis of technology choices and use in State agencies.  The information was then vetted through State CIOs and the CIO Council for modification and approval.  The IT hardware contracts offer buyers options to upgrade from minimum specifications.  Common configurations will simplify technical support, streamline processes, and create greater interoperability.
