	What are “common configurations” and how did the State create them?
	Common configurations refer to State-defined specific product attributes that address different user needs, for different product subcategories (i.e. desktops and workstations), that agencies will jointly purchase from awarded bidders. 

 The common configurations were generated after a careful study of the most commonly purchased configurations for each of the product subcategories over the last year.  This information was gathered through a comprehensive study of historical purchase and invoice review followed by a survey of the Chief Information Officers (CIO’s) from the largest State agencies that represent the majority of purchases in IT PC goods and related services.
