The CSCR connects businesses to government, providing an easy-to-use, online resource that contains announcements for all strategically sourced contracting opportunities, plus hundreds of other opportunities including services and construction contracts valued at more than $5,000, commodity contracts valued at more than $25,000, and IT goods contracts valued at more than $100,000.
