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The State agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Lessor to the extent authorized by Government Code Section 14662.5 and agrees to repair or pay for any damage proximately caused by reason of the State’s use of said premises during the term of this lease, except to the extent that any such damages or expenses suffered by Lessor are the result of Lessor's negligent or wrongful acts or the acts of any persons acting under or on behalf of the Lessor and/or where the State is found to have no liability by reason of any immunity arising by statute or common law in connection with the fulfillment of the State's constitutional and statutory public responsibilities. 

Lessor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State in the event of any claim, demand, cause of action, judgments, obligations, or liabilities, and all reasonable expenses which State may suffer as direct and proximate result of the negligence or other wrongful act or violation of law by the Lessor, its employees, or any person or persons acting under the direct control and authority of the Lessor or its employees, in connection with the State's occupancy of said premises under and during the term of this lease except to the extent that any such damages or expenses suffered by State are the result of State’s sole negligence.
