LEED Certification
.  Within ninety (90) days of the State’s occupancy, Lessor shall submit all required documents to the United States Green Building Council for LEED necessary to achieve LEED certification.  Lessor agrees to provide by the USGBC that the leased space meets LEED (insert type of certification EBOM etc.) Silver within twelve (12) months of occupancy and provide the State with five original copies of LEED certificate. The State reserves the right to reduce the rent in accordance with Paragraph 9 of this lease for the failure to submit required documentation to the USGBC within the aforementioned ninety (90) day allotted timeframe.

If LEED certification is not achieved within eighteen (18) months of occupancy, the State reserves the right to reduce the rent identified in Paragraph 4 herein by ten percent (10%) until such time as the LEED certification is obtained. This right to reduce rent is in addition to any other remedies contained in this lease agreement. The rent reductions identified herein are subject to any delays caused by the USGBC with are beyond the control of the Lessor.
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
