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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report documents a Phase I environmental site assessment (ESA) for a former California
Highway Patrol (CHP) office owned by the California Department of General Services (DGS)
and located at 1888 Oceanside Boulevard in Oceanside, California (the site or property). Avocet
Environmental, Inc. (Avocet) conducted the PhaseI ESA on behalf of DGS, which is
considering divesting the site. The primary objective of the Phase I ESA is to evaluate the
history and current condition of the site in the context of the use, storage, handling, and disposal
of potentially hazardous substances that could have adversely impacted the underlying vadose
zone and groundwater. The Phase I ESA was conducted in general accordance with the scope
and limitations of ASTM International (ASTM) Standard E1527-13. Based on the site’s history
and current condition, the possible existence of “Recognized Environmental Conditions”
(RECs), “Controlled RECs” (CRECs), and “Historical RECs” (HRECs), as defined in ASTM
Standard E1527-13 (ASTM, 2013), and “other environmental features” (OEFs) have been
evaluated. For Phase I ESA purposes, OEFs are defined as conditions that do not meet the
definition of a REC, CREC, or HREC but which Avocet believes warrant mention in a
comprehensive Phase I ESA. The site location is shown in Figure 1 and the site and vicinity is
shown in Figure 2. A larger-scale plan of the site is presented in Figure 3.

OVERVIEW

The site is currently owned by DGS and until 2014 was utilized as a CHP field office. The site is
bounded by Oceanside Boulevard to the south and by Goat Hill Drive to the east. Adjacent to
the site to the west is a commercial development that wraps around the northern boundary of the
property. Beyond the commercial property to the north is Center City Golf Course (also referred
to as Goat Hill Park), a community park and golf course. Beyond Oceanside Boulevard to the
south and beyond Goat Hill Drive to the east is additional commercial property. The site itself is
completely paved and features a vacant office building and former partially enclosed vehicle
maintenance garage and storage room. The office building is located on the southern portion of
the property, closest to Oceanside Boulevard, and is connected to a canopy that extends
northward and connects at its opposite end to the former partially covered maintenance garage
and storage room. Adjacent to the storage room on the west side is an additional storage shed
with unknown contents. Additionally, the site features an 8,000-gallon, double-walled, gasoline
aboveground storage tank (AST) equipped with two fuel dispensers located along the western
border, and a 240-gallon waste oil AST within the partially covered former maintenance garage.
The site location is shown in Figure 1 and the site and vicinity are shown on an aerial photo base
in Figure 2. A larger-scale plan of the site is presented in Figure 3.

The site was developed and used as a CHP field office from around 1964 until 2014, when the
CHP moved to another location in Vista, California. During its operation, general administrative
activities were conducted in the office building. Vehicles were stored beneath the canopy, as
well as in uncovered parking areas around the site. Light maintenance of fleet vehicles,
including oil changes and the like, was performed in the former maintenance garage and
refueling was practiced adjacent to the 8,000-gallon AST in the western portion of the property.
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Additional information regarding site history and current site conditions is provided in
Section 4.0.

Prior to the use of the current gasoline AST, fuel was stored onsite in at least two underground
storage tanks (USTs) that included associated product piping and a dispenser island, all of which
were located in the northeast portion of the property. Various failed tank integrity tests between
1993 and 1995 indicate that the product piping associated with the USTs was leaking, leading to
subsequent repairs in 1995. Subsurface investigations were prompted at the site following the
discovery of the leaking product piping and these investigations revealed contamination of
shallow (5 to 15 feet below ground surface [bgs]) groundwater with fuel hydrocarbons. Total
petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-g) and methyl tert-butyl ether (MTBE) were present
in groundwater beneath the subject site and beneath the neighboring property downgradient to
the west (WorlyParsons Komex, June 16, 2008). A Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST)
case was opened for the site in 1993, for which the San Diego County Department of
Environmental Health (SDCoDEH) was the lead oversight agency. The USTs and their
associated piping systems were removed from the site in 2005 and 2006, respectively, and
subsurface investigation activities continued in the effort to delineate the vertical and horizontal
extents of the TPH-g and MTBE groundwater plumes. In 2013, the MTBE plume was estimated
to extend approximately 600 feet to the west of the UST area, while the TPH-g plume was
estimated to extend approximately 200 feet to the west. Based on a decreasing trend in
groundwater contamination concentrations, it was recommended that the site be considered for
closure on the grounds that natural attenuation was occurring in the subsurface (URS
Corporation, September 5, 2013). The SDCoDEH concurred with that recommendation and the
site was granted closure or “no further action” (NFA) status by the SDCoDEH in a letter dated
March 17, 2014.

PRINCIPAL FINDINGS

The principal findings of the Phase I ESA for the subject site are outlined below followed by a
summary of the identified RECs and OEFs.

» The site is located on a coastal plain in the Carlsbad Hydrologic Unit (HU) of San
Diego County, an approximately 210-square-mile, triangular-shaped area bordered
by the Pacific Ocean to the west and the Palomar Mountains to the east, and
bounded by the Santa Ana Mountains to the north and Solana Beach to the south.
More specifically, the site is located approximately 1.25 miles east of the Pacific
Ocean and is located within the Loma Alta Creek watershed, which is the
northernmost hydrologic area within the Carlsbad HU and is bordered to the north
by the San Luis Rey HU. The southwest-trending Loma Alta Creek is located
approximately 200 feet south of the site at its closest approach and drains into the
Pacific Ocean approximately 1.35 miles southwest of the subject site. Shallow
alluvial and sedimentary aquifers underlie this area and are generally composed of
consolidated sedimentary rock or unconsolidated alluvium. These aquifers
generally have relatively high hydraulic conductivity and porosity, although their
limited saturated thickness and storage capacity render them inadequate as sources
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of municipal water supply. Groundwater in the vicinity of the site is primarily
used for industrial purposes. In the vicinity of the site, groundwater flow is toward
the west, which is consistent with regional groundwater flow toward the Pacific
Ocean.

» The site is not located within the administrative boundary of an oil or gas field and
there are no known oil or gas wells close enough to have impacted the site.

+ Naturally occurring radon levels in the site vicinity are expected to be low and
within regulatory agency criteria.

* The site currently features one 8,000-gallon, double-walled, gasoline AST
equipped with two fuel dispensers located along the western border, and one
240-gallon waste oil AST within the partially covered former maintenance garage.
No surface staining was visible in the vicinity of the gasoline AST, and the waste
oil AST was equipped with secondary containment in the form of a concrete berm,
which looked to be in good condition with no evidence of cracks or fractures.

» Former subsurface features at the site include at least two gasoline USTs, which
were associated with a former LUST case. Groundwater contamination associated
with releases from these USTs has been delineated and is known to extend offsite
to the west as far as 600 feet. The LUST case for the site was closed in 2014 with
the understanding that the dissolved fuel contaminant concentrations in
groundwater were attenuating and that the residual concentrations posed no direct
risk to human health or the environment.

* Current subsurface features at the site include a small clarifier that was once
connected to a handwashing sink located just outside the former maintenance
garage. In an interview with former maintenance technician Diego Duarte, it was
revealed that once, between 2012 and 2014, the clarifier became clogged, resulting
in a minor backup of wash water. According to Mr. Duarte’s account, the wash
water was contained and the clog was cleared the same day.

RECOGNIZED ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS (RECS)
ASTM (2013) defines RECs as:

“«

. the presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum
products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that
pose a material threat of a future release to the environment. De minimis conditions
are not recognized environmental conditions.”

Based on the subject Phase I ESA, Avocet did not identify any RECs at the site.
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CONTROLLED RECs (CRECys)
ASTM (2013) defines CRECs as a REC:

resulting from a past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that
has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority (for
example, as evidenced by the issuance of a no further action letter or equivalent, or
meeting risk-based criteria established by regulatory authority), with hazardous
substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the
implementation of required controls (for example, property use restrictions, activity
and use limitations, institutional controls, or engineering controls).”

Based on the subject Phase I ESA, Avocet has not identified any CRECs at the site.

HiSTORICAL RECs (HRECsS)
ASTM defines HRECs as:

“«

a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has
occurred in connection with the property and has been addressed to the satisfaction
of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any
required controls (for example, property use restrictions, activity and use
limitations, institutional controls, or engineering controls).”

Based on the subject Phase I ESA, Avocet has identified one HREC at the site.

« HREC 1 - Former LUST Case. The subject site is associated with a former
LUST case involving a release of petroleum hydrocarbons from a former UST
system located near the northeast corner of the property. The release was
discovered following failed tank integrity tests and the installation of an
observation well within the tank excavation backfill. Free product was detected
in the observation well in October 1993. Eleven borings were drilled and sampled
at the site from 1994 to 1996. Three of the borings were converted to
groundwater monitoring wells that terminated at a depth of 15 feet bgs. A free
product extraction well was installed in a boring advanced into the UST
excavation in May 1995. The apparent thickness of free product in the extraction
well was initially 0.75 foot. Installation of a product skimmer pump in the
extraction well resulted in the recovery of 2,456 gallons of gasoline and reduction
of the free product thickness to a sheen by October 1995. In January 1999, a
second unauthorized release was discovered at the site when elevated TPH-g
concentrations were detected in a soil sample collected from the piping trench.
Additional monitoring wells were installed at the site in June 2001, October 2004,
and March 2006, and dissolved gasoline, benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and
xylenes (BTEX), and fuel oxygenates were detected in groundwater samples. On
March 22, 2006, a 12,000-gallon capacity fiberglass UST was removed from the
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UST excavation. Following removal of the UST, a steel, dual-walled,
8,000-gallon capacity AST and two dispensers were installed at the site.
Additional groundwater monitoring wells were installed at the site in February
2008 and September 2011. Analytical results for groundwater samples collected
through March 2013 indicated that the dissolved gasoline plume had been
adequately delineated. The dissolved contaminant plume was approximately
650 feet in length and extended beneath the maintenance garage and carport for
the CHP facility, as well as the parking lot for an adjoining shopping complex.
Chlorinated hydrocarbons were detected in groundwater samples, including a
sample collected from an upgradient well, when the full suite of volatile organic
compounds (VOCs) was analyzed for the last round of samples in March 2013.
The source of chlorinated hydrocarbons is unknown. A revised Corrective Action
Plan, which proposed remediation of site soil and groundwater by natural
attenuation, was approved by SDCoDEH on December 20, 2013. Groundwater is
beneficially used for industrial supply in the site hydrologic basin and is excluded
from use for municipal supply. Based on the removal of free product, decreasing
contaminant concentrations, and the lack of human health risk posed by the
gasoline release, URS recommended no further action and case closure.
SDCoDEH concurred with the recommendation and granted the Oceanside CHP
facility closure status on March 17, 2014.

OTHER ENVIRONMENTAL FEATURES (OEFS)

OEFs are potential environmental features or conditions that do not meet the ASTM definition of
a REC, CREC, or HREC but which warrant mention for visibility purposes in the context of
acquiring and/or redeveloping the site for commercial purposes. Based on the subject Phase I
ESA, Avocet has identified four OEFs at the site as summarized below. To minimize the
potential for confusion, the HREC and OEF identification numbers are sequential.

* OEF 2 - 8,000-gallon Gasoline AST. The site features an 8,000-gallon, double-
walled, gasoline AST equipped with two fuel dispensers located along the western
border of the site. Labeling on the AST indicates that it was manufactured in 2006
and it was believed to be installed at the site around that time. During active
facility operation, it was reported that the tank was filled approximately every
month. Additionally, the tank is equipped with a direct vision gauge and high
liquid level cutoff valve to stop flow into the tank at 90 percent capacity. In
accordance with the Abbreviated Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure
Plan (DGS, 2010), a copy of which was provided to Avocet by CHP employees, it
is stated that during filling procedures, CHP staff would be present and all
equipment operators (truck drivers) would be HAZMAT certified. Additionally,
fuel deliveries would be scheduled on days with no predicted precipitation events
so as to minimize the risk of migration in the event of a spill. Visual inspections
of the tank were conducted on a weekly basis, and the CHP hired vendors to do
quarterly inspections. During a walkover survey conducted on July 2, 2015,
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Avocet personnel did not observe any evidence of staining in the vicinity of the
AST and did not observe any evidence of leaks or ruptures.

* OEF 3 - 240-gallon Waste Oil AST. The site features a 240-gallon waste oil
AST, which is double-walled and positioned on a diked, concrete secondary-
containment pad. The 240-gallon AST is located in the canopied carport next to
the auto tech office. It was reported that during active operations at the site, the
waste oil AST was emptied approximately every 6 to 12 months. In accordance
with the Abbreviated Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure Plan
(DGS, 2010), it is stated that during transfer procedures, CHP staff would be
present and all equipment operators (truck drivers) would be HAZMAT certified.
Additionally, waste oil pickups would be scheduled on days with no predicted
precipitation events so as to minimize the risk of migration in the event of a spill.
Visual inspections of the tank were conducted on a weekly basis, and the CHP
hired vendors to do quarterly inspections. During a walkover survey conducted on
July 2, 2015, Avocet personnel did not observe evidence of leaks or ruptures in the
waste oil AST, and there was no evidence of cracks or fractures in the secondary
containment structure in which the AST was placed.

* OEF 4 - Clarifier. A clarifier was observed during the walkover survey located
adjacent to the partially covered maintenance garage. It appeared to have once
been connected to a sink that was formerly located just outside the auto tech office.
The sink was no longer present, although associated piping was still intact. It was
confirmed during a phone interview with Mr. Diego Duarte, an auto tech who
worked at the facility between 2012 and 2014, that the clarifier was indeed
connected to a sink that was used for handwashing. Mr. Duarte explained that the
clarifier was, for the most part, wholly functional during his time at the facility,
with the exception of one incident in which it became clogged. He explained that
the clarifier began to over flow on one occasion and that the overflow was
contained and use of the sink was ceased until the clarifier could be repaired. It
was found that the clarifier was clogged with debris, which was promptly removed
upon discovery. Mr. Duarte did not recall any other incidents involving the
clarifier. The clarifier appeared to be in good condition at the time of the walkover
survey and no evidence of overflow was observed.

* OEF 5 - Site-Wide Use of POLs. Areas throughout the site are stained,
indicating de minimis releases of petroleum-based fuels, oils, and lubricants from
parked vehicles, mechanical lifts, maintenance activities, and the former backup
generator.  The site is entirely paved with concrete in building, vehicle
maintenance, and AST areas and with asphaltic concrete in surrounding vehicle
parking areas. The heaviest staining was observed in the vehicle maintenance
garage, which is concrete paved, and the concrete was observed to be in good
condition with few, widely spaced hairline cracks. Staining in the asphalt parking
areas was more limited, though the asphalt was locally in poor condition with
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pervasive alligator cracking. It is not clear, however, whether soil beneath the
stained areas may be impacted.

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Subsurface investigations were prompted at the site following the discovery of the leaking
product piping, and these investigations revealed groundwater contamination with fuel
hydrocarbons, mainly total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-g) and methyl zert-butyl
ether (MTBE), beneath the subject site and beneath the neighboring property downgradient to the
west (WorlyParsons Komex [WPK], June 16, 2008). A Leaking Underground Storage Tank
(LUST) case was opened for the site in 1993, for which the San Diego County Department of
Environmental Health (SDCoDEH) was the lead oversight agency. The USTs and their
associated piping systems were removed from the site in 2005 and 2006 and investigation
activities continued in the effort to delineate the extents of the TPH-g and MTBE groundwater
plumes. In 2013, the groundwater assessment was completed and the MTBE plume was
estimated to extend approximately 600 feet to the west of the former UST cavity, while the
TPH-g plume was estimated to extend approximately 200 feet to the west. ‘A 2013 Corrective
Action Plan (URS, September 5, 2013) evaluated five years of groundwater data, demonstrated a
decreasing trend in groundwater contamination concentrations, and recommended that the site be
considered for closure on the grounds that the dissolved fuel hydrocarbons were being naturally
attenuated (URS Corporation [URS], September 5, 2013). SDCoDEH concurred with that
recommendation and the site was granted closure or “no further action” (NFA) status by the
SDCoDEH in a letter dated March 17, 2014.

1.2 PHASE I ESA OBJECTIVES

The overall objective of the Phase I ESA documented herein is to assess the possible presence of
potentially hazardous substances in the subsurface environment beneath the site and within the
structures. Specific objectives of the Phase I ESA were to:

* Document the history of the site in the context of the use, storage, handling, or
disposal of potentially hazardous substances.

* Review and evaluate available information related to the investigation and
remediation of known or suspected subsurface impacts, if any.

» Assess the possible presence of previously unidentified hazardous substances that
could be present in the subsurface as a result of their past use, storage, handling, or
disposal within or near the site.

* Identify “recognized environmental conditions” (RECs), “controlled” RECs
(CRECs), and historical RECs (HRECs), as defined in ASTM Standard E1527-13
(ASTM, 2013) and “other environmental features” (OEFs). For the purpose of the
subject Phase I ESA, OEFs are defined as conditions that do not meet the ASTM
definition of a REC, CREC, or HREC but which warrant mention for visibility
purposes in the context of acquiring and/or redeveloping the site.

1.3 APPROACH

The subject Phase I ESA was conducted in general accordance with the requirements and
limitations of ASTM Standard E1527-13 (ASTM, 2013) and included:
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» A review of relevant background information, including the history of the site and
adjacent properties, past land use, and regional hydrogeological conditions.

* A review of aerial photographs, topographic maps, and environmental records
pertaining to the site.

» A walkover survey of the site on July 2, 2015.

* A review of potential offsite sources of contamination that could adversely impact
the subsurface environment beneath the site, including a search of regulatory
agency databases and visual surveys of adjoining properties.

The format of this Phase I ESA report deviates from that suggested by ASTM; however, all of
the elements required by ASTM E1527-13 are included or otherwise addressed.

1.4 LIMITATIONS

This Phase I ESA was performed in general accordance with the requirements and limitations of
current ASTM practice (ASTM, 2013) and the standard of care customary in the environmental
consulting industry as of the date of this report. The conclusions in this Phase I ESA report are
based on the information available to Avocet from the sources cited; however, Avocet makes no
warranty regarding the accuracy or completeness of this information. Moreover, this Phase I
ESA specifically excludes any evaluation of geotechnical conditions, the stability of onsite or
adjacent slopes or retaining walls, seismicity, flooding hazards, noise or vehicle exhaust
emissions from the adjoining roadways, and the possible impact, if any, of electromagnetic fields
associated with onsite or nearby electrical facilities. Also, this report cannot and does not
include any evaluation of undocumented activities at the site or on adjacent or nearby properties.
The exclusions noted above should not be interpreted to mean that all other potential hazards
and/or land use restrictions have been considered in the subject Phase I ESA.

Avocet conducted this Phase I ESA on behalf of DGS to document environmental conditions at
the site for decision-making in the context of its divestment. The DGS may rely upon the
information provided in this Phase I ESA report for a period of one year from the date of issue.
After one year, this Phase I ESA should be updated in accordance with ASTM guidance. Avocet
will not be liable for any consequential damages arising from the use of this report for other than
its intended purpose, for use of this report beyond one year of its issue date, or from
unauthorized use by third parties.

1.5 REPORT ORGANIZATION

Including the introduction, this Phase I ESA report is organized into eight sections. Section 2.0
describes the various sources of information utilized in preparing this Phase I ESA report.
Section 3.0 presents a summary of relevant background and regional information. Section 4.0
describes the history and current condition of the site. Section 5.0 summarizes previous site
investigations and remedial activities that were performed at the site. Section 6.0 describes the
properties adjoining the site and Section 7.0 presents a summary of information gathered from a
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review of environmental databases maintained by local, state, and federal government agencies.
Section 8.0 presents conclusions in terms of RECs, CRECs, HRECs, and OEFs.

Supporting information is contained in figures and seven appendices, all of which follow the text
of this report. Appendix A contains historical topographic maps and Appendix B contains
historical aerial photographs. The maps and photographs in Appendices A and B have been
annotated with the property boundary and other information. Appendix C is a letter pertaining to
the absence of fire insurance map coverage of the site. Appendix D is a City Directory Image
Report summarizing entries recorded in city, telephone, and other directories. Appendix E
contains photographs taken during the walkover survey on July 2, 2015. Appendix F is a report
summarizing information available from a review of environmental databases maintained by
local, state, and federal government agencies. Appendix G contains a copy of the March 17,
2014 closure letter from the SDCoDEH for the subject site.

2.0 SOURCES OF INFORMATION

Sources of information utilized in preparing this Phase I ESA report included historical
topographic maps; historical aerial photographs; a site summary provided by DGS; walkover
surveys of the site and adjoining properties; in-person and telephone discussions with DGS
personnel; a review of records available from selected local and state regulatory agencies; a
review of databases maintained by local, state, and federal government agencies; and other
records available from commercial and online sources.

2.1 TOPOGRAPHIC MAPS

To help understand the history of the site and past land uses; copies of historical U.S. Geological
Survey (USGS) topographic maps published between 1893 and 1997 were obtained from
Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR), of Shelton, Connecticut. These maps have been
annotated with the site boundary and are included, in chronological order, as Figures A-1
through A-8 in Appendix A.

2.2 AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHS

To supplement the information from the topographic maps, a “Decade Package” of aerial
photographs taken between 1939 and 2012 was obtained from EDR.. These aerial photographs
and a more recent 2014 photograph have been annotated with the site boundary and are included,
in chronological order, as Figures B-1 through B-14 in Appendix B.

2.3 FIRE INSURANCE MAPS

At Avocet’s request, EDR conducted a search for fire insurance map coverage of the site;
however, EDR reported that no such coverage exists. A copy of EDR’s June 3, 2015 “Certified
Sanborn® Map Report” to that effect is included as Appendix C to this report.

2.4 CITY DIRECTORIES

City directories have been published for cities and towns across the United States since the
1700s. Originally a list of residents, they subsequently developed into a useful tool for locating
individuals or businesses in certain areas. A copy of “The EDR-City Directory Image Report,”
dated June 3, 2015 is included as Appendix D to this report.

2.5 WALKOVER SURVEY AND INTERVIEWS WITH KNOWLEDGEABLE PERSONS

Avocet personnel conducted a walkover survey of the site on July 2, 2015. Selected photographs
taken during the walkover survey are included in Appendix E to this report. Additionally,
Avocet personnel conducted a phone interview with Mr. Diego Duarte, an auto tech who worked
at the site between 2012 and 2014.
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2.6 GOVERNMENT DATABASES

To document potential sources of contamination at or near the site, a government records search
was conducted by EDR. The search included local, state, and federal records for the site and for
other properties within ASTM-standard radii of the site. The records search is summarized in
Section 6.0, and a copy of “The EDR Radius Map™ Report with GeoCheck,®,” dated June 3,
2015, is included in its entirety as Appendix F. As recommended by ASTM, all but a few of the
databases searched were “current,” i.e., had been updated within 90 days prior to the search date.

2.7 INFORMATION FROM LOCAL AND STATE AGENCIES

Selected federal, state, and local regulatory agencies were contacted via U.S. Mail, fax, or email
on June 8, 2015 to determine whether they possess potentially relevant environmental records
pertaining to the site, including, in particular, records relating to USTs, ASTs, environmental
permits, enforcement orders, site assessment, and remediation. The agencies contacted and
Avocet’s interactions with them were as follows:

* On June 8, 2015, a written request for records was submitted to the California
Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) offices in Sacramento, Cypress,
Chatsworth, and San Diego. The DTSC offices in Sacramento, Cypress, and
Chatsworth responded that they do not have records pertaining to the site. As of
the date of this report, Avocet has not received a response from the San Diego
office.

* A written request for records was submitted to the San Diego Regional Water
Quality Control Board (SDRWQCB). In an email response dated June 26, 2015,
SDRWQCB indicated that all records pertaining to the site could be found on the
GeoTracker website. The records are referred to, where appropriate, throughout
the remainder of this report.

* In response to Avocet’s written request, the San Diego County Air Pollution
Control District emailed electronic copies of records that it had on file for the
subject site. The records consisted of permits to operate the ASTs and Notices of
Violation (NOVs) pertaining to the existing 8,000-gallon gasoline AST. The
NOVs consist of failures to conduct yearly Pressure Decay Tests in accordance
with the operating permit, operation of the AST when it did not have Enhanced
Vapor Recovery certification, and one failed Pressure Decay Test, which
reportedly lead to necessary tank repairs. As none of these NOVs indicate
significant releases at the site, they were not considered relevant for the purposes
of this Phase I ESA and are not addressed further.

* A request was sent via email to the Oceanside City Clerk on June 8, 2015. An
email response was received on June 16, 2015 stating that the City of Oceanside
did not possess any records pursuant to Avocet’s request.
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* A written request was sent to the San Diego County Fire Authority, which
responded by email on June 12, 2015 that the subject site is out of its jurisdiction
and, thus, it does not have records pertaining to the site.

* A request form was faxed to the SDCoDEH. Electronic records were received on
June 16, 2015 and are referred to, where appropriate, throughout the remainder of
this report.

* An online request for records was submitted to the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Region 9. EPA responded to Avocet’s request on July 9, 2015,
indicating it does not have records pertaining to the site.

* On June 8, 2015, a written request for records was submitted to California
Environmental Protection Agency (Cal/EPA), however, no response had been
received as of the date of this report.

In addition to the above, Avocet searched for potentially relevant environmental records
pertaining to the site and nearby properties on Cal/EPA’s GeoTracker and EnviroStor websites.

2.8 OIL AND GAS RECORDS

To assess the possible presence of oil and/or natural gas wells in the vicinity of the site, Avocet
checked online information available from the California Department of Conservation, Division
of Oil, Gas, and Geothermal Resources (CDOGGR). The findings of this review are
summarized in Section 3.4.

2.9 RADON GAS RECORDS

To assess the possible presence of naturally occurring radon gas in the subsurface in the site
vicinity, Avocet reviewed data available from the EPA and the California Department of Health
Services (CDHS), as summarized in “The EDR Radius Map~ Report with GeoCheck®”
(Appendix F). The available radon gas data are summarized in Section 3.5.
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3.0 BACKGROUND AND REGIONAL INFORMATION

Background and regional information considered relevant to the subject Phase I ESA includes
nearby surface water features, the site’s physiographic setting, and regional geologic and
hydrogeologic conditions.

3.1 PHYSIOGRAPHIC SETTING

The site is located on a coastal plain in the Carlsbad Hydrologic Unit (HU) of San Diego County,
an approximately 210-square mile, triangular-shaped area bordered by the Pacific Ocean to the
west and the Palomar Mountains to the east, and bounded by the Santa Ana Mountains to the
north and Solana Beach to the south (SDRWQCB, September 8, 1994). The coastal plain is part
of the Peninsular Range geomorphic province, which consists of generally northwest-trending
topography extending approximately 80 miles in length and averaging 45 miles in width
(California Department of Water Resources [DWR], June 1967). The Carlsbad HU consists of
six adjacent sub-watersheds, or hydrologic areas (HAs), that drain to the Pacific Ocean or to one
of four major coastal lagoons. These HAs include, from north to south along the coast, Loma
Alta Creek, Buena Vista Creek, Agua Hedionda Creek, Encinas Creek, San Marcos Creek, and
Escondido Creek (SDRWQCB, September 8, 1994). The site is at an elevation of 30 feet above
mean sea level and is located in the northwest portion of the Carlsbad HU, in the Loma Alta
Creek HA, which drains to the Pacific Ocean.

3.2 SURFACE WATER AND DRAINAGE

The site is located approximately 1.25 miles east of the Pacific Ocean and is located within the
Loma Alta Creek watershed, which is the northernmost HA within the Carlsbad HU and is
bordered to the north by the San Luis Rey HU. The southwest-trending Loma Alta Creek is
located approximately 200 feet south of the site, at its closest approach, and drains into the
Pacific Ocean approximately 1.35 miles southwest of the subject site. The San Luis Rey River,
part of the San Luis Rey HU, is located approximately 1.7 miles northwest of the subject site, at
its closest approach, and drains into the Pacific Ocean. Approximately 1.28 miles south-
southeast of the site, Buena Vista Creek, the main waterway for the Buena Vista Creek HA,
drains into the Buena Vista Lagoon, a coastal lagoon that is designated as a California Ecological
Reserve.

Stormwater runoff from the site generally flows east-southeast and drains into Loma Alta Creek.

3.3 REGIONAL GEOLOGY AND HYDROGEOLOGY

The coastal plain of the southern Peninsular Ranges geomorphic province is characterized by a
series of marine wave-cut platforms covered by terrace deposits, which are prominent from the
Orange-San Diego County line near San Onofre and extend to the south beyond the U.S.-Mexico
border (URS, February 10, 2011). The wave-cut terraces in the vicinity of the city of Oceanside
were developed on sediments of Cretaceous, Eocene, Pliocene, and Pleistocene age. The streams
that traverse the coastal plain have dissected these platforms and formed a series of wide, flat-
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bottomed alluvium-filled valleys (DWR, June 1967). The site is located in the Loma Alta Creek
valley and is underlain by alluvial flood-plain deposits of late Holocene age (Kennedy, et al.,
2007).

As previously stated, the site is located within the Loma Alta Creek HA of the Carlsbad HU.
Shallow alluvial and sedimentary aquifers underlie this area and are generally composed of
consolidated sedimentary rock and/or unconsolidated alluvium. These aquifers generally have
relatively high hydraulic conductivity and porosity, although their limited saturated thickness and
storage capacity render them inadequate as sources of municipal water supply. Groundwater in
the vicinity of the site is primarily used for industrial supply (San Diego County Department of
Planning and Land Use, August 2011). In the vicinity of the site, groundwater occurs at depths
ranging from 5 to 15 feet below ground surface (bgs) and flow is in a general westward direction,
consistent with regional groundwater flow that tends to be west toward the Pacific Ocean (WPK,
2008).

3.4 OIL AND GAS WELLS

Based on information available online from CDOGGR (2014), the site is not located within the
administrative boundary of an oil or gas field. CDOGGR records available online indicate that
several geothermal wells are located near the site as follows:

* Oceanside Oil and Gas Syndicate Well No. 1, located approximately 1.0 mile to
the north, was drilled in 1920 and abandoned in 1925. The oil and gas well is still
listed as “Active” on the CDOGGR Well Finder application, although the most
recent documentation available on the website indicates that a site visit was
conducted in 1973 and that no sign of the well, oil, gas, or water seepage was
observed at the time of the site visit. The well was assumed to be beneath the
newly widened Mission Boulevard.

» The C.R. Schuster Well No. 1, located approximately 1.75 miles to the northwest,
was drilled in 1924 and abandoned in or around 1928. The oil and gas well is
listed as “Active” on the CDOGGR Well Finder application; although further
documentation pertaining to the well indicates it was indeed abandoned in the late
1920s. The most recent documentation is from 1980 and details a site visit in
which no indication of the well, oil, gas, or water seepage was observed.

* The Charles F. Holmes Well No. 1, located approximately 2.0 miles to the
southeast, is listed as “plugged.” Further information regarding this well was
unavailable.

Given the intervening distances and years of inactivity, it is highly unlikely that drilling or
production operations at any of these three wells have impacted the subsurface environment
beneath the subject site, although it should be noted that the accuracy of the reported well
locations is not easily verified.

3.5 RADON GAS

The EPA recommends avoiding long-term exposure to radon levels greater than 4 picocuries per
liter (pCi/L). To assess the possible presence of unhealthful levels of naturally occurring radon
gas in the vicinity of the site, Avocet checked information available from the CDHS and other
government agencies. CDHS maintains a radon database for California sorted by zip code
(CDHS, May 4, 2010). In brief, indoor radon measurements were performed throughout the
state, and the percentage of buildings with reported radon levels greater than 4 pCi/L within each
zip code was reported, along with the number of buildings tested. The building tested for radon
within the zip code for the site contained radon at levels less than 4 pCi/L. In addition to the
above, the EPA (1993) and the USGS developed a Map of Radon Zones for the United States,
organized by county. According to the map, San Diego County is a Radon Zone 3, indicating
that radon levels in buildings are expected to be less than 2 pCi/L. The EDR Radius Map""
Report with GeoCheck® (Appendix F) indicates that the radon activity on the ground floor of
residential structures within the Oceanside, California 92054 zip code was 1.000 pCi/L, which is
less than EPA’s recommended maximum exposure level. Based on the above, naturally
occurring radon is unlikely to be of concern in the vicinity of the site.
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4.0 SITE HISTORY AND CONDITION

This section documents the history of the site and describes current conditions, with emphasis on
existing and former environmental features.

4.1 SITE HISTORY

The history of the subject site and vicinity, including previous land use, has been compiled based
on information from the sources outlined in Section 2.0, particularly the historical aerial
photographs and historical topographic maps.

4.1.1 Pre-Development History, < c. 1964

The earliest available topographic maps, published in 1893, 1901, and 1902, respectively
(Figures A-1, A-2, and A-3), show that the site and the immediate surrounding area was largely
undeveloped, with the city of Oceanside approximately 1 mile to the northwest along the Pacific
Coast. A lightly developed area labeled as South Oceanside is located along the Pacific Coast
approximately 0.6 mile southwest of the site. Carlsbad is located further south along the coast
2 miles from the site. It does not appear that roads leaving these populated areas provided access
to the site at this time. The Atchison, Topeka, and Santa Fe Railroad (now the Burlington
Northern & Santa Fe Railway) passes the southern boundary of the site in a southwest/northeast
trend and then connects with the Topeka and Santa Fe Surf Line, a railway that traverses the
coast from San Diego to Los Angeles. It appears that the site was within the Loma Alta Slough,
which connects Loma Alta Creek to the Pacific Ocean. Other major water bodies in the vicinity
of the site include the Santa Margarita River approximately 4 miles to the northwest, the
San Luis Rey River approximately 1.7 miles to the northwest, Buena Vista Creek approximately
1 mile to the southeast, and Aqua Hedionda Creek approximately 3.5 miles to the southeast.
Much like the Loma Alta Creek, these water bodies trend northeast/southwest and drain into
coastal lagoons and then the Pacific Ocean. Additionally, topography in the vicinity of the site,
particularly within the alluvial valleys which are depicted on the maps as marshes or swamps, is
relatively flat, with greater relief further eastward. Various mountain ranges are depicted further
inland.

The first available aerial photograph, taken in 1939 (Figure B-1), shows little to no development
in the vicinity of the site, with the exception of Oceanside Boulevard, which passes along the
southern border of the site and crosses Crouch Street approximately 1,500 feet to the northeast.
Signs of agricultural land use are visible approximately 1,000 feet south of the subject site. The
site itself is undeveloped.

An aerial photograph taken in 1946 (Figure B-2) shows little to no change from the 1939
photograph. The site is still undeveloped and land use in the vicinity (to the south) is
agricultural. Topographic maps published in 1947 and 1949 (Figures A-4 and A-5) show a
significant increase in development in areas surrounding the site. The closest structures to the
site, which were most likely residential in nature, were approximately 1,000 feet to the north and
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a similar distance to the south. Oceanside, South Oceanside, and Carlsbad had expanded both
along the coast and inland. The northwest/southeast-trending Historical Route U.S. 101 (now
part of the Interstate 5 Freeway) had been constructed 1.4 miles to the west of the site.
California State Highway 78 was also constructed by this time approximately 1.5 miles south of
the subject site.  Additionally, Mission Street (California State Highway 76), located
approximately 0.9 mile north of the subject site and one of the main thoroughfares in Oceanside,
now connected the unincorporated area of San Luis Rey and the city of Oceanside.

An aerial photograph taken in 1953 (Figure B-3) shows little change to the site from the 1948
photograph. In the site vicinity, however, construction of the Interstate 5 (I-5) Freeway appears
underway as does early work associated with creation of the Oceanside-Carlsbad Country Club,
currently known as Goat Hill Park.

An aerial photograph taken in 1964 (Figure B-4) shows that the site had been graded but
remained undeveloped and that residential and commercial areas were developing around the
site. Also, it appears that Oceanside Boulevard had been improved and moved to its current
alignment and that access ramps were being added to the I-5 Freeway from Oceanside
Boulevard. Evidence of grading is visible in the photograph across Oceanside Boulevard to the
south, indicating that further development was underway. The closest structure to the subject
site at this time was a commercial development approximately 250 feet to the east. Residential
development was expanding to the north of the site and to the northeast, near Crouch Street, as
depicted in the photograph. Additionally, Oceanside-Carlsbad Country Club, currently known as
Goat Hill Park, was present several hundred feet to the northwest of the site at its closest
approach. To the south, some agricultural properties were still present, although signs of grading
on the south side of Grandview Street show the area was transitioning to residential.

4.1.2 California Highway Patrol Field Office, c. 1964 - 2014

A topographic map published in 1968 (Figure A-6) shows that the site itself was developed at
this time. The building currently at the site was constructed sometime between 1964 and 1968,
as evidenced by its absence in the 1964 aerial photograph and inclusion in the 1968 topographic
map. The map further shows that residential areas were replacing agricultural properties. What
looks to be a residential development was depicted on the south side of Grandview Street, like in
the 1964 photograph, approximately 2,000 feet southeast of the subject site. Development
expanded into portions of the Loma Alta Creek floodplain, narrowing the estuary near its mouth
at the Pacific Ocean. Additionally, development was expanding northeast of the site into the
Mission Mountain area.

Aerial photographs taken in 1970 and 1974 (Figures B-5 and B-6) show the site was developed
at this point in its current configuration, with the front parking lot and office building facing
Oceanside Boulevard and the canopy and garage behind the office building. At this time, the
AST and associated fuel dispensers that are currently located along the western border of the
property, were not yet present. Instead, the western border of the property was used for vehicle
parking. Development was occurring along Oceanside Boulevard to the west of the subject site,
in the form of commercial buildings and associated paved parking located approximately
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650 feet away. Additionally, residential properties were constructed in the area approximately
400 feet to the northeast of the site, along Green Brier Drive. The area immediately to the north
and west of the subject site, then a part of the Oceanside-Carlsbad Country Club, was still
undeveloped.

A topographic map published in 1975 (Figure A-7) shows little significant change to the area
surrounding the property. Development was continuing eastward.

The aerial photograph taken in 1985 shows that the land along the north and south sides of
Oceanside Boulevard was further developed (Figure B-7). Commercial properties now existed
adjacent to the subject site on the north, east and west sides. To accommodate the development
to the north and west, the golf course was reconfigured and Goat Hill Park was established in its
current configuration. Approximately 400 feet to the southeast, on the south side of Oceanside
Boulevard, land was graded in preparation for further construction.

There was little change both within the site boundaries and the immediate surrounding area
between 1985 and 1994, as evidenced by aerial photos of the site taken in 1990 and 1994
(Figures B-8 and B-9). By 1997, Oceanside had expanded inland past the Mission Mountain
area and adjacent to the unincorporated area of San Luis Rey. A topographic map published in
1997 (Figure A-8) shows that Oceanside and surrounding communities were developed close to
the extents of the large, tri-city area that exists today.

The remaining aerial photographs were taken in 2005, 2006, 2009, 2012, and 2014 (Figures B-10
through B-14, respectively). These photos were of significantly improved quality than those
available previously and provided a much clearer picture of the site and its immediate
surroundings. During this time, the surrounding area experienced minor changes to commercial
development. The site itself did not appear to undergo changes in configuration until sometime
between 2006 and 2009, when the USTs were removed and the AST was installed. Also, during
that time, the northeast corner of the property was converted from refueling operations to
accommodate additional parking spaces. The Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway tracks
are visible in all the photos traveling parallel to Oceanside Boulevard along the south side of the
road. The site remained unchanged beyond the 2009 photo, which depicted it in its present day
configuration.

4.2 CURRENT SITE CONDITIONS

This section summarizes the current condition of the site based on the walkover survey on July 2,
2015. A selection of photographs taken on July 2, 2015 is included in Appendix E.

4.2.1 Exterior Conditions

The 1.04-acre parcel features a front parking lot as well as a rear lot that was used for the storage
of CHP vehicles and for light vehicle maintenance. The front parking lot is separated from the
rear lot by a fence with a padlocked gate on the west side of the main office building, and by a
locked gate with coded entry on the east side of the main office building. Visible signs of the
cutting and patching of boreholes were observed throughout the site, consistent with historical
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environmental assessment activities conducted on the property. Additional signs of trenching
associated with subsurface electrical conduit maintenance were also observed. Cuts in the
cement in the northeast corner of the property indicated the location of the UST that was
excavated and removed in 2006.

Minor surface staining was observed throughout the site, consistent with its former use as a
parking lot, fueling station, and vehicle maintenance garage. This surface staining is considered
de minimis and is consistent with small releases of petroleum-based fuels, oils, and lubricants
(POLs) from parked vehicles, mechanical lifts, maintenance activities, and the former backup
generator. The heaviest staining was observed in the vehicle maintenance garage, which is
concrete paved, and the concrete was observed to be in good condition with few, widely spaced
hairline cracks. Staining in the asphalt parking areas was more limited, though the asphalt was
locally in poor condition with pervasive alligator cracking. It is not clear, however, whether soil
beneath the stained areas may be impacted. Surface staining adjacent to the southeast corner of
the main office building suggests that the location may have once been occupied by a large
backup electricity generator.

Attached to the main office building is a canopy that provided covered parking while the facility
was still in operation. The paint on the canopy was chipped and peeling along its length. A
raised pedestrian walkway runs centrally along the length of the canopy and divides the rear lot
along most of its length from south to north. Further to the north end of the property, the
opposite end of the canopy attaches to a second structure, which consists of one room and
attached garage. The room looks to have been used to store maintenance supplies. The garage
houses a 240-gallon waste oil AST resting on a concrete pad provided with secondary
containment in the form of a concrete berm. Additionally, tire racks are located around the
inside perimeter of the garage. Outside the second structure and under the canopy, an
aboveground mechanical hoist is located on the north side of the pedestrian walkway, and
remnants of a second hoist on the south side of the walkway are apparent. There was no
evidence of the current or past existence of subsurface hoists at the subject site, nor did former
employees have knowledge of their existence. A clarifier is located adjacent to the garage on the
south side, and is connected to an aboveground drain that was most likely connected to a sink.
Wash water from the sink would pass through the clarifier before being discharged into the
sanitary sewer. Adjacent to the former storage room and garage on the north is a locked shed,
presumably used for additional storage.

In the northwest corner of the property, a concrete pad is visible. Avocet was informed by
Mr. Diego Duarte during a phone interview that the concrete pad supported a propane tank when
the site was in operation. Mr. Duarte explained that the propane tank provided fuel to the
aforementioned backup electricity generator that was located behind the main office building on
the east side. Connections to the public natural gas line are also visible at the site. Along the
western border of the property there is an 8,000-gallon, double-walled, gasoline-AST equipped
with two fuel dispensers. Labels on the unit indicate that it was manufactured in 2006. During
the site walk, no staining to the surface in the vicinity of the AST was observed that would
indicate it was leaking.
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4.2.2 Interior Conditions

The main office building is vacant, with the exception of the minor scattering of debris such as
papers, trash, and cleaning supplies. The absence of floor drains inside the building is consistent
with its former use as office space. Access to the roof is possible by way of a ladder that leads to
a hatch door in a central room of the building. It appears that the ceiling throughout the building
once consisted of acoustic tile or something similar, as evidenced by remnants of adhesive
observed above a missing tile in the existing dropped ceiling. Considering the age of the
building, it is likely that the original ceiling was removed and then replaced with the dropped
ceiling, perhaps as part of an asbestos abatement strategy. There was no staining on the floors of
the office building or evidence of the past use of hazardous materials or storage of hazardous
waste within the office building.

Within the storage structure located at the north end of the canopied garage, in the center of the
room, were multiple shelves, presumably used to store such items as motor oil, coolant, and
other materials associated with conducting light vehicle maintenance. The shelves were empty
with the exception of a few small items left behind when the property was vacated. The floor in
the storage room showed signs of minor oil staining.
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5.0 PREVIOUS SITE INVESTIGATIONS

Based on the information available to Avocet, there have been several phases of “intrusive,”
Phase II-type subsurface environmental investigation at the site. The principal phases of
investigation are summarized below in generally chronological order.

5.1 VARIOUS INVESTIGATIVE ACTIVITIES (1982 —2006)

Information regarding subsurface activities prior to 2006 was obtained from summaries included
in later reports and various inspection reports for the former onsite USTs. The earliest mention
of active USTs at the site was in 1982, when a gasoline UST of unspecified capacity and
composition was replaced with a 12,000-gallon Owens Corning fiberglass tank (WPK, 2008). In
October 1993, NDE Environmental Corporation conducted a system test for the 12,000-gallon
UST, but was reportedly unable to maintain pressure in the product lines during the test. As a
result, SDCoDEH requested that pumping fuel from the UST be suspended until the line could
be repaired (CHP, November 2, 1993). However, in a letter to SDCoDEH dated January 25,
1994, NDE Environmental Corporation explained that the failed pressure test was the result of
not accounting for an inline check valve that caused air to bleed out during the test and that a
retest of the product lines in January 1994 passed integrity testing.

In October 1994, approximately 8 inches of free product was measured in a shallow groundwater
monitoring well installed within the tank pit area, located near the northeast corner of the site.
After the discovery, Environmental Profiles, Inc. was contracted to investigate the release. Upon
conducting a product piping integrity test, a leak between the turbine pump and the fuel
dispenser was discovered in June 1995 and subsequently repaired.

Early site investigation (October 1994 to January 1996) included the drilling and sampling of
seven soil borings and the installation of three groundwater monitoring wells (MW-1 through
MW-3) and one extraction well (EW-1) in the vicinity of the UST and dispenser system. During
drilling, groundwater was encountered at approximately 5 feet bgs. Following well installation,
an estimated 2,500 gallons of free product were recovered from the extraction well. Free product
collected from the extraction well was also compared to gasoline from the UST and results
confirmed that the free product beneath the site was most likely from the UST. Two rounds of
groundwater sampling were conducted during this time period. Contamination present in
groundwater samples from the site wells included TPH-g at a maximum concentration of
112,000 ng/L as well as elevated concentrations of benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and total
xylenes (BTEX). The highest concentrations of these constituents were found in Well MW-2
(WPK, 2008). The locations of these monitoring wells are shown in Figure 4.

In October 1996, the SDCoDEH directed the CHP to prepare a work plan to evaluate the vertical
and horizontal extents of contamination at the subject site. In May 2001, CHP retained Ninyo &
Moore to implement the work plan at the site, which was conducted in June 2001. Site
investigation activities included drilling eight borings to a maximum depth of 13 feet bgs, one of
which was converted to a permanent groundwater monitoring well (MW-4). Groundwater and
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soil sample analytical results indicated elevated concentrations of TPH-g, BTEX constituents,
and MTBE. The maximum MTBE concentration detected in groundwater was 35,000 pg/L
(WPK, 2008).

Additional site assessment was conducted in October 2004 and involved the installation of three
additional groundwater monitoring wells (KMW-1 through KMW-3) and four temporary
groundwater monitoring wells (KMW-4 through KMW-7). KMW-1 through KMW-3 were
installed in the western portion of the site to assess downgradient contamination, and the
temporary groundwater monitoring wells were installed south of the UST along the sewer lateral
to assess the potential for contaminant migration immediately adjacent to the sewer line.
Analytical results from the wells indicated that the fuel hydrocarbon impacts had been
successfully delineated to the east, south, and southwest, but not to the north. In the
downgradient direction toward the west, an MTBE plume was present beneath the site and had
been delineated to the east, southwest, and south of the source area. However, elevated
concentrations of MTBE in the downgradient monitoring wells indicated that the extents of the
plume were not delineated to the west (WPK, 2008).

Extraction Well EW-1 was reportedly inadvertently destroyed in October 2005 in the process of
removing one of the former USTs located adjacent to it, although a UST closure report was not
available for review. The approximate location of this UST, based on subsequent reports that
summarize its removal, is presented in Figure 4. An additional 12,000-gallon UST was removed
from the site in March 2006, as indicated by a UST closure inspection report dated March 22,
2006. The tank pit was backfilled and compacted following removal activities (WPK, 2008).

Five offsite groundwater monitoring wells were installed in March 2006 (KMW-8, KMW-9A,
KMW-9B, KMW-10A, and KMW-10B) to further evaluate the extents of the groundwater
contaminant plume toward the north (crossgradient) and west (downgradient). The wells with
the “A” designation were generally installed to a depth of 15 feet with slotted well screens
generally between 5 and 15 feet bgs, and the wells with the “B” designation were generally
installed to a depth of 40 feet bgs with slotted well screens generally between 30 and 40 feet bgs.
This investigation successfully delineated the extents of TPH and BTEX in all directions;
however, the presence of MTBE in Wells KMW-10A/B indicated that the downgradient extent
of the MTBE plume was still undefined (WPK, 2008).

5.2 MONITORING WELL INSTALLATION AND SAMPLING, FEBRUARY 2008

On February 25 and 26, 2008, WPK installed two groundwater monitoring well clusters
(KMW-11A and B, and KMW-12A and B) to the west of existing offsite monitoring wells in an
attempt to delineate the downgradient extent of the MTBE contamination plume. The locations
of those wells are presented in Figure 4. Subsequent to the installation of the new offsite wells,
all onsite and offsite wells were sampled and analyzed for TPH-g and VOCs (WPK, 2008).

According to analytical results, TPH-g was only detected in 4 of the 16 groundwater samples
collected and ranged from 130 to 2,400 pg/L. All detections were in onsite monitoring wells.
The highest detection of TPH-g was found in MW-2, which was historically consistent in having
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the highest concentrations of TPH-g as well as consistent with the fact that MW-2 was located
closest to the former USTs. Analytical results did indicate that the 2,400 ug/L concentration in
MW-2 was lower than a previous sampling event’s result of 4,000 pg/L. Well KMW-2, one of
three wells located along the western portion of the site, was found to have TPH-g concentrations
of 1,300 pg/L, also lower than a previous event where results were at 4,300 ug/L. Low
concentrations of TPH-g were detected in Wells KMW-1 and MW-1, which reportedly did not
previously contain detected concentrations of TPH-g; however, it was noted in the WPK report
that previous detection levels for TPH-g were higher than the concentrations that were reported
during the February 2008 sampling event.

During the February 2008 sampling event, VOCs, including MTBE, BTEX, and fert-butyl
alcohol (TBA), were detected in various groundwater samples. MTBE was detected in 10 of the
16 groundwater samples collected, at concentrations ranging between 3.9 pg/L and 11,000 pg/L.
VOC concentrations in groundwater reportedly decreased in general, with the exception of one
offsite well (KMW-10A) and one onsite well (KMW-1). BTEX constituents were detected in
onsite wells only, and were found to be at reduced concentrations compared to earlier sampling
events. TBA was detected in five wells, at concentrations ranging from 60 pg/L to 2,200 png/L.
The 60 pg/L detection was in one of the downgradient well clusters installed at the time of the
2008 sampling event. WPK reported that TBA concentrations were generally increasing.

Based on the results of the February 2008 sampling event, WPK concluded that the lateral extent
of the CHP facility MTBE plume had been adequately delineated. MTBE was reportedly not
detected in the most downgradient wells (KMW-12A and KMW-12B), west of the site. Low
concentrations of MTBE were detected in the offsite well to the north of the site, indicating that
the plume most likely terminates shortly beyond that location. Additionally, MTBE
concentrations were not detected in wells located east and northeast of the site, nor were they
detected in the southernmost onsite well. The elevated concentrations of MTBE in the wells
located on the westernmost portion of the site were higher than the concentrations in Well
MW-2, which was located closest to the former UST, indicating that the MTBE plume was likely
migrating west. The general decreases in contaminant concentrations were attributed to the
removal of the UST source and natural attenuation.

In a letter dated November 6, 2008, SDCoDEH responded to the conclusions made by WPK in
their 2008 Groundwater Monitoring Well Installation and Quarterly Groundwater Monitoring
Report that they did not concur with the conclusion that the extents of the MTBE plume had
been adequately delineated, based on elevated levels of MTBE found in other downgradient
groundwater water monitoring wells — basically arguing that the north and south downgradient
extents were undefined. SDCoDEH required that quarterly groundwater monitoring be
conducted to confirm the downgradient extents of the MTBE contaminant plume.

5.3 MONITORING WELL INSTALLATION AND MONITORING, OCTOBER 2011

In October 2011, URS installed three additional monitoring wells (MW-5 through MW-7), one
onsite in the southern portion of the property, one offsite to the north, and a third offsite to the
southwest. Additionally, URS sampled the three new wells and all other existing onsite and
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offsite monitoring wells (URS, December 13, 2011). The approximate locations of the
monitoring wells are presented in Figure 4.

Results of the groundwater monitoring event indicated that TPH-g was detected in 6 of the
19 monitoring wells, including the downgradient Well KMW-12B. MTBE was detected in
15 wells, at concentrations from 0.7 pg/L in downgradient Well KMW-12B to 6,600 pg/L in
onsite Well KMW-1. Benzene was detected in Monitoring Wells KMW-2 (68 png/L), KMW-3
(0.6 pg/L), KMW-12A (0.6 pg/L), and MW-2 (5.9 pg/L). 1,2-Dichloroethane was detected in
Well MW-6 (0.6 pg/L) and Well MW-5 (1.1 pg/L). TBA was detected in Well KMW-2
(390 pg/L) and Well KMW-9B (27 ng/L). Ethylbenzene was detected in Well MW-2 at a
concentration of 12 pug/L. Based on these results, URS recommended continuation of
semiannual groundwater monitoring and preparation of a remedial action plan to evaluate
appropriate contamination removal methods (URS, December 13, 2011).

In a letter dated February 3, 2012, SDCoDEH indicated that preparation of a remedial action
plan would be premature, as monitoring and sampling at the site had been inconsistent since it
began in 2004. SDCoDEH required that further sampling and monitoring be conducted, in an
attempt to gain a better understanding of the contamination beneath the site, before submitting a
remedial action plan.

5.4 CORRECTIVE ACTION PLAN & SITE CLOSURE, SEPTEMBER 2013 — MARCH 2014

In September 2013, URS submitted a corrective action plan for the evaluation of the most
appropriate remedial measures to be taken at the site. In their corrective action plan, URS
evaluated the available groundwater data and determined that contaminant concentrations in
groundwater had decreased substantially since 2008. URS estimated the TPH-g groundwater
plume to be approximately 200 feet long and the MTBE plume to be approximately 600 feet
long. Increasing trends of MTBE in perimeter wells indicated that the MTBE plume had
increased slightly in size since 2008 (URS, September 5, 2013).

The total mass of contamination in groundwater was calculated using the first quarter 2013
monitoring results. The total volume of MTBE-impacted groundwater was estimated to be
3,925,000 cubic feet. The mass of MTBE dissolved in groundwater was estimated to be
approximately 19 pounds. The total volume of TPH-g-impacted groundwater was estimated to
be 910,000 cubic feet. The mass of TPH-g dissolved in groundwater was estimated to be
approximately 3.5 pounds. Finally, the total volume of BTEX-impacted groundwater was
estimated to be 299,000 cubic feet and the total mass of BTEX dissolved in groundwater was
estimated to be 0.02 pound (URS, September 5, 2013).

URS presented several alternatives in its corrective action plan, including chemical oxidation,
bioremediation, monitored natural attenuation, and unmonitored natural attenuation.
Unmonitored natural attenuation, which involves the termination of groundwater monitoring in
the event that a downward trend in plume concentrations have been established and there is no
immediate risk to receptors that could be affected by the plume, was chosen as the preferred
alternative for the corrective action plan. Unmonitored natural attenuation was chosen on the
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basis that a downward trend in contaminant concentrations both onsite and offsite had been
established, there was a lack of risk to receptors that could be affected by the plume, it would not
produce secondary water quality effects, and it was the most cost-effective method of all
methods considered (URS, September 5, 2013). SDCoDEH responded to the URS corrective
action plan in a letter dated December 20, 2013 that they concurred with the recommendation for
unmonitored natural attenuation at the subject site.

The site received NFA status from SDCoDEH following submittal of the corrective action plan
by URS in a letter dated March 17, 2014. A copy of the NFA letter from SDCoDEH is included
in Appendix G. On April 28 to May 1, URS oversaw the destruction of the 19 groundwater
monitoring wells by BC2 Environmental, Inc (URS, June 18, 2014).
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6.0 ADJOINING AND NEARBY PROPERTIES

This section describes the properties adjoining the site and selected nearby properties considered
relevant for Phase I ESA purposes, with emphasis on their potential impact (if any) on
subsurface environmental conditions at the site.

6.1 ADJOINING AND NEARBY PROPERTIES TO THE NORTH

Immediately north of the subject site is what looks to be or has been a daycare center, although a
name was not displayed in front of the property. The property is located along Goat Hill Drive,
which leads into Goat Hill Park. No Goat Hill Drive addresses were featured on the GeoTracker
or EnviroStor websites nor were they highlighted in the databases searched by EDR
(Appendix F). Absent any information to the contrary, there is no reason to suspect hazardous
substance releases have occurred at this property and, consequently, no reason to suspect that the
subject site has been impacted as a result.

6.2 ADJOINING AND NEARBY PROPERTIES TO THE SOUTH

The site is bordered to the south by Oceanside Boulevard, and beyond that Burlington Northern
& Santa Fe Railway tracks and a frontage road named South Oceanside Boulevard, and then
Oceanside Office Park. There is one address within Oceanside Office Park, 1310 Union Plaza
Court, that is highlighted in the EDR Historical Auto Stations database. The name of the tenant
is listed as The State of California Bureau of Automotive Repair until 2006. The property was
an office for the Bureau of Automotive Repair rather than an actual auto service station. No
further information was available in the EDR report concerning the address, and it was not
featured on the GeoTracker or EnviroStor websites. Absent any additional information, it is
unlikely that this or any of the other tenants within Oceanside Office Park have been associated
with past releases of hazardous materials or that they have affected the subsurface beneath the
subject site.

6.3 OCEANSIDE VILLAGE SQUARE TO THE EAST

The site is bordered to the east by Goat Hill Drive, across from which is Oceanside Village
Square, a commercial complex consisting of various restaurants and other small businesses. The
properties within Oceanside Village Square are not featured on the GeoTracker or EnviroStor
websites and the addresses associated with the properties are not highlighted in any of the
databases searched by EDR (Appendix F). Absent any additional information, it is unlikely that
a release of hazardous substances has occurred at Oceanside Village Square, and as such, there is
no reason to suspect that the subject site has been impacted by adjoining properties to the east.

6.4 COMMERCIAL PLAZA TO THE WEST

The site is bordered to the west by a commercial plaza. Two addresses within the commercial
plaza, 1824 Oceanside Boulevard and 1816-A Oceanside Boulevard, were highlighted in the
EDR database findings. Oceanside Coin Laundry, at 1824 Oceanside Boulevard, was listed as
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an EDR Historical Cleaners site. Carlos Cleaners, at 1816-A Oceanside Boulevard, was listed in
the RCRA-SQG database. Laundry and dry cleaning facilities are known to use organic solvents
as part of their operations; however, the use of hazardous substances does not, in and of itself,
indicate that a release has occurred at a property. Neither property is associated with a
documented spill or featured on the GeoTracker or EnviroStor websites. As such, these
operations, which are located downgradient, are unlikely to have affected the subsurface beneath
the subject site.
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7.0 GOVERNMENT DATABASE SEARCH

At Avocet’s request, EDR searched over 90 environmental databases maintained by local, state,
and federal government agencies for records pertaining to the site or “target property” and
nearby properties. The target property address used for database search purposes was the subject
site address and the boundary of the site was also provided to EDR. A copy of EDR’s June 3,
2015 Radius Map Report with GeoCheck®, which includes index maps, update dates, and
descriptions of the databases searched, is included in Appendix F. The following summary
focuses on those database listings considered potentially relevant to the objectives of the subject
Phase I ESA, specifically those pertaining to the site and nearby properties with documented
releases with the potential to have impacted the site. Avocet has used its professional judgment
to exclude other database listings, including incorrect target property listings, from the following
summary in the interest of brevity and making relevant information more accessible.

7.1 STANDARD ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS

The following standard federal, state, and tribal databases were searched for records pertaining to
the target property and surrounding properties within ASTM-standard distances:

» The National Priorities List (NPL) database identifies more than 1,200 sites
selected for priority cleanup under the Superfund Program. The database did not
contain any records pertaining to NPL sites within 1 mile of the target property.

 The PROPOSED NPL SITES database identifies sites that have been proposed
for inclusion on the National Priorities List through the issuance of a proposed rule
in the Federal Register. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
PROPOSED NPL SITES within 1 mile of the target property.

* The NPL LIENS database contains records pertaining to National Priorities List
sites against which EPA has filed liens in order to recover remedial action
expenditures or for which the property owner has received a notification of
potential liability. The database was searched for the target property only but no
listing was reported.

* The EPA may delist sites from the NPL based on regulations set forth by the
National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan if no further
action is appropriate. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
DELISTED NPL sites within 1 mile of the target property.

* The Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Index
System (CERCLIS) database contains data on potential hazardous waste sites that
have been reported to EPA by states, municipalities, private companies, and
private persons pursuant to Section 103 of the CERCLA. The CERCLIS database
also contains sites that are either proposed for inclusion on or are on the NPL and
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sites that are in the screening and assessment phase for possible inclusion on the
NPL. The database did not contain any records pertaining to CERCLIS sites
within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The FEDERAL FACILITY database lists NPL and Base Realignment and
Closure (BRAC) sites in the CERCLIS database. The database did not contain any
records pertaining to FEDERAL FACILITY sites within 0.5 mile of the target

property.

* The CERCLIS-NFRAP database lists former CERCLIS sites for which no further
remedial action is planned (hence NFRAP). The database contained one
CERCLIS-NFRAP listing within 0.5 mile of the target property; the Agri
Chemical and Supply, Inc. property is discussed further in Section 7.6.1.

» The CORRACTS database pertains to hazardous waste handlers with RCRA
(Resource Conservation and Recovery Act) corrective action activity. The
database did not contain any records pertaining to CORRACTS sites within 1 mile
of the target property.

* The Resource Conservation and Recovery Information System (RCRIS)
database includes information on treatment, storage, and disposal facilities
(TSDFs), Large Quantity Generators (LQGs), Small Quantity Generators (SQGs),
Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generators (CESQGs), Non-generators
(NonGen), and RCRIS Corrective Action Summaries. The RCRIS database
contains selected information on sites that generate, transport, store, treat, and/or
dispose of hazardous waste as defined by RCRA. The database contains listings
for three SQG sites and one LQG site within 0.25 mile of the target property, as

follows:

* The ARCO gas station is discussed further in Section 7.6.2. As hazardous waste
generation and handling is not, in and of itself, an indication of subsurface
contamination, the remaining RCRIS sites listed above are not addressed further in
this report.

* The US ENG CONTROLS database is a list of sites with engineering controls in
place. Typical controls may include various forms of caps, foundations, liners,
and treatment methods designed to prevent regulated substances impacting human
health or the environment. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
US ENG CONTROLS sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.
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The US INST CONTROL database is maintained by EPA and lists sites where
institutional controls, such as groundwater use restrictions, construction
restrictions, property use restrictions, and post-remediation care requirements
intended to prevent exposure to contaminants, are in effect. The database did not
contain any records pertaining to US INST CONTROL sites within 0.5 mile of the
target property.

* The Land Use and Control Information System (LUCIS) database contains
records of land use information pertaining to the former Navy Base Realignment
and Closure Properties. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
LUCIS sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The Emergency Response and Notification System (ERNS) database contains
information on reported releases of oil and hazardous substances.. The database
was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

« The RESPONSE database identifies sites where the DTSC is involved in
remediation and where the releases have been confirmed and are considered high
priority and high potential risk. The database contains records for one US
RESPONSE site within 1.0 mile of the target property, the Tri-City Plating, Inc.
facility located at 1307 South Coast Highway. Tri-City Plating is located
approximately 0.959 mile southwest of the subject site. Due to this intervening
distance and its orientation downgradient of the subject site, the Tri-City Plating,
Inc. facility is unlikely to have affected the subsurface beneath the subject site and
will not be discussed further in this Phase I ESA report.

 The ENVIROSTOR database is maintained by DTSC’s Site Mitigation and
Brownfields Reuse Program and identifies sites that have known contamination or
for which there may be reason to investigate further. The database includes NPL
sites, military facilities, voluntary cleanup sites, and school sites and provides
similar information to that which was available in the CalSites database but also
includes previously contaminated properties that have been released for reuse,
properties where environmental deed restrictions have been recorded, and risk
characterization information. The database contains records for six
ENVIROSTOR sites within 1.0 mile of the target property, as follows:

» The Agri Chemical and Supply facility is discussed further in Section 7.6.1. The
Oceanside Truck Center site is listed on the EDR Radius Map Report as a
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historical site as of 1995. The Lincoln Middle School site is listed as “certified”
and an NFA letter, dated April 3, 2006, was available on the EnviroStor website.
Similarly, the Flags on Mission case is listed as being completed in 2001 and the
Texaco USA site is listed as a closed case. The Tri-City Plating, Inc. facility is
located over 0.5 mile downgradient of the subject site. Given the intervening
distances, positions downgradient, and/or statuses of these sites, they are not
expected to have affected the subject site and are not discussed further in this
report.

« The STATE LANDFILL (SWEF/LF) database is an inventory of solid waste
disposal facilities or landfills. These may be active or inactive facilities or open
dumps that failed to meet RCRA Section 2004 criteria for solid waste landfills or
disposal sites, although it should be noted that inclusion in the State Landfill
database does not necessarily indicate that chemicals have been released to the
environment. The database did not contain any records pertaining to SWF/LF sites
within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) Incident Reports database is
an inventory of reported leaking UST sites or incidents. The LUST database
includes various regional databases, including LUST Region OR, LUST Region 8,
and State LUST. The database contains records for eight LUST sites within
0.5 mile of the target property, as follows:

 The LUST database also included a listing for the target property, which is
discussed further in Section 7.5. The ARCO Gas Station and Agri Chemical
Supply sites are discussed further in Sections 7.6.1 and 7.6.2. The other LUST
listings are either closed cases or are located hydraulically downgradient or
crossgradient of the subject site and are not discussed further in this report.

* The California Regional Water Quality Control Boards maintain the CA SLIC
database of “active toxic site investigations.” The database contains records for
six CA SLIC sites within 0.5 mile of the target property, as follows:

The SLIC database also included a listing for the target property, which is
discussed further in Section 7.5. All of the listings are closed cases, with the
exception of the Agri Chemical and Supply facility, which is discussed in
Section 7.6.1. The closed cases will not be discussed further in this report.

 The SAN DIEGO CO. SAM database lists all underground tank releases and
projects pertaining to properties contaminated with hazardous substances that are
actively under review by the Site Assessment and Mitigation Program managed by
the San Diego County Department of Environmental Health. The database
contains listings for eight SAN DIEGO CO. SAM sites within 0.5 mile of the
target property, and the target property, which is discussed in Section 7.5. All
offsite listings are identified as “closed case.” As such, the offsite SAN DIEGO
CO. SAM listings will not be discussed further in this report.

» The INDIAN LUST database lists leaking underground storage tanks on Indian
land. The database did not contain any records pertaining to INDIAN LUST sites
within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The Underground Storage Tank Facility (UST) database is maintained by the
SWRCB and lists all registered USTs in the state of California. USTs are
regulated under Subtitle I of RCRA and must be registered with the SWRCB. The
database contains records for one UST listing at the target property, discussed
below in Section 7.5.

* The Aboveground Petroleum Storage Tank Facility (AST) database is
maintained by the SWRCB and lists all registered ASTs in the state of California.
The database contains records pertaining to two AST sites within 0.25 mile of the
target property, and the target property itself. The target property listing is
discussed in Section 7.5. Because ASTs are not, in and of themselves, an
indication of subsurface contamination and since neither of the offsite AST
database listings is associated with a past release, they will not be addressed
further in this report.

* The USTs on Indian Land (INDIAN UST) database lists underground storage
tanks on Indian land. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
INDIAN UST sites within 0.25 mile of the target property.

* The FEMA UST database is a listing of all FEMA-owned USTs. The database
did not contain any records pertaining to FEMA UST sites within 0.25 mile of
target property.
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* The Indian Land Voluntary Cleanup Priority Listing (INDIAN VCP) database
lists voluntary cleanup priority sites located on Indian land. The database did not
contain any records for INDIAN VCP sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) database is part of the State of
California Brownfields program. The VCP database lists properties with
confirmed or unconfirmed releases for which DTSC oversight has been requested
with an agreement to compensate DTSC for its costs. The database did not contain
any records for VCP sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

7.2 ADDITIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS

The following additional databases were searched for records pertaining to the target property
and surrounding properties within ASTM-standard distances:

 The US BROWNFIELDS database includes properties that are part of EPA’s
targeted brownfield assessments, or addressed by cooperative agreement
recipients, for site cleanup. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
US BROWNFIELDS sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The Open Dump Inventory (ODI) database, maintained by the EPA, lists
disposal facilities that do not comply with federal regulations. The database did
not contain any records pertaining to ODI sites within 0.5 mile of the target

property.

* The DEBRIS REGION 9 database includes listings of properties used as illegal
dump site locations. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
DEBRIS REGION 9 sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

+ A Statewide Recycling (SWRCY) database lists recycling facilities. The
database contained records for one SWRCY site within 0.5 mile of the target
property, the Sunbelt Facility; however, records did not indicate past releases
associated with the facility. As such, it is not expected to have affected the
subsurface beneath the subject site, and will not be discussed further in this report.

* The Registered Waste Tire Haulers Listing (HAULERS) database was searched
for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* The Open Dumps on Indian Lands (INDIAN ODI) database lists open dumps
located on Indian land. The database did not contain any records for INDIAN ODI
sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

*+ SWRCB staff and the Regional Water Quality Control Boards use the Waste
Management Unit Database System (WMUDS/SWAT) database for program
tracking and inventory of waste management units. WMUDS is composed of the
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following databases: Facility Information, Scheduled Inspections Information,
Waste Management Unit Information, SWAT Program Information, SWAT
Report Summary Information, SWAT Report Summary Data, Chapter 15
(formerly Subchapter 15) Information, Chapter 15 Monitoring Parameters, TPCA
Program Information, RCRA Program Information, Closure Information, and
Interested Parties Information. The database did not contain any records
pertaining to WMUDS/SWAT sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The Clandestine Drug Lab (US CDL) database is a listing of supposed drug lab
locations.  This database is maintained as a public website by the Drug
Enforcement Administration (DEA). Inclusion in the US CDL database indicates
third-party reporting of suspicious chemicals often associated with drug making.
It does not indicate that any illegal drug lab materials were present at the site or
that the site requires cleanup work. The database was searched for the target
property only but no listing was reported.

* The HIST CAL-SITES database listed known and potential hazardous waste sites
in California but is no longer updated by DTSC and has been replaced by
ENVIROSTOR. The database did not contain any records pertaining to HIST
CAL-SITES sites within 1.0 mile of the target property.

 The SCH database lists existing and proposed school sites being evaluated by
DTSC for possible hazardous substance contamination. The database did not
contain any records pertaining to SCH sites within 0.25 mile of the target property.

* The Toxic Pits Cleanup Act (TOXIC PITS) database identifies sites suspected of
containing hazardous substances where cleanup has not yet been completed. The
database did not contain any records pertaining to TOXIC PITS sites within 1 mile
of the target property.

* The Clandestine Drug Lab (CDL) database is a listing of drug lab locations.
This database is compiled by the DTSC and inclusion in this list does not indicate
that any illegal drug lab materials were present at the site or that the site requires
additional cleanup work. The database was searched for the target property only
but no listing was reported.

 The US Historical CDL (US HIST CDL) database is a listing of former
clandestine drug lab locations. The database was searched for the target property
only but no listing was reported.

* The California Facility Database (CA FID UST) lists active and inactive UST
locations based on data maintained by the SWRCB. The database did not contain
any records pertaining to CA FID UST sites within 0.25 mile of the target

property.
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 The Hazardous Substance Storage Container (HIST UST) database is a
historical listing of UST sites. The database contains records pertaining to three
HIST UST sites within 0.25 mile of the target property, and the target property,
which is discussed further in Section 7.5. Because USTs are not, in and of
themselves, an indication of subsurface contamination, the offsite HIST UST sites
are not discussed further in this report.

* The Statewide Environmental Evaluation and Planning System (SWEEPS
UST) was an additional resource for UST listings maintained by a company
associated with the SWRCB in the early 1980s. The database is no longer updated
or maintained but contains records pertaining to four SWEEPS UST sites within
0.25 mile of the target property as well as the target property itself. The target
property listing is discussed further in Section 7.5. The ARCO gas station is
discussed further below. Because inclusion in the SWEEPS database does not
necessarily mean that hazardous substances have been released, the remaining
SWEEPS sites are not addressed further in this Phase I ESA.

* The Environmental Liens (LIENS 2) database lists California property locations
with environmental liens held by the DTSC. The database was searched for the
target property only but no listing was reported.

» The LIENS database is an additional list of properties with liens filed for recovery
of monies under the Superfund program. The database was searched for the target
property only but no listing was reported.

e The DTSC maintains the DEED database to record deed restrictions, which are
one of the methods used by DTSC to protect the public from unsafe exposures to
hazardous substances and wastes. The database did not contain any records
pertaining to DEED sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The Hazardous Materials Information Reporting System (HMIRS) database
contains records pertaining to hazardous material spill incidents reported to the
Department of Transportation. The database was searched for the target property
only but no listing was reported.

* The California Hazardous Material Incident Reporting System (CHMIRS)
database contains information on reported hazardous material incidents such as
accidental releases or spills. The database contained one CHMIRS listing at the
target property, discussed below in Section 7.5.

» The LDS database is a listing of land disposal sites with regulated waste discharge
to land for treatment, storage, and disposal in waste management units. The
database was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.
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* The MCS database is a listing of military cleanup sites. The SWRCB and nine
RWQCBs partner with the Department of Defense (DOD) to oversee the
investigation and remediation of water quality issues at military facilities. The
database was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

» The SPILLS 90 database lists information from a spills-related records compiler
known as FirstSearch. The database was searched for the target property only but
no listing was reported.

7.3 OTHER ASCERTAINABLE RECORDS

The following ascertainable records databases were searched for records pertaining to the target
property and surrounding properties within ASTM-standard distances:

« The RCRA NONGEN/NLR database is part of the EPA’s comprehensive
RCRAInfo system, which includes selective information on sites which generate,
transport, store, treat and/or dispose of hazardous waste as defined by the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA). Non-Generators included in the RCRA
NONGEN/NLR database do not presently generate hazardous waste. The
database did not contain any records pertaining to RCRA NONGEN/NLR sites
within 0.25 mile.

* The DOT OPS database includes records of incidents/accidents maintained by the
Department of Transportation, Office of Pipeline Safety. The database was
searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

» The DOD database includes federal land areas greater than 640 acres administered
by the Department of Defense. nThe database did not contain any records
pertaining to DOD sites within 1 mile of the target property.

* The Formerly Used Defense Sites (FUDS) database lists sites where the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers is actively working or will undertake necessary cleanup
actions. The database did not contain any records pertaining to FUDS sites within
1 mile of the target property.

* The CONSENT database documents legal settlements that establish responsibility
and standards for cleanup at NPL (Superfund) sites. The database did not contain
any records pertaining to CONSENT sites within 1 mile of the target property.

* Record of Decision (ROD) documents mandate a permanent remedy at an NPL
site and contain technical and health information to aid in the cleanup. The
database did not contain any records pertaining to ROD sites within 1 mile of the
target property.
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* The Uranium Mill Tailings Sites (UMTRA) database did not contain any records
pertaining to UMTRA sites within 0.5 mile of the target property.

* The US MINES database includes information pertaining to mines. The database
did not contain any records pertaining to US MINES sites within 0.25 mile of the
target property.

* The Toxic Chemical-Release Inventory System (TRIS) identifies facilities that
release toxic chemicals to the air, water, and/or land in reportable quantities under
the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act (SARA), Title III,
Section 313. The database was searched for the target property only but no listing
was reported.

 The Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) identifies manufacturers and
importers of chemical substances included on the TSCA Chemical Substances
Inventory list. The TSCA database was last issued on January 31, 1995 and EPA
has no current plan to update or reissue this database. The database was searched
for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* The FIFRA and TSCA Tracking System (FTTS) records FIFRA and TSCA
inspections, violations, and enforcement actions taken by EPA or state agencies.
The database was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* A complete administrative case listing from the FTTS was compiled from all ten
EPA regions. The HIST FTTS database is no longer updated. The database was
searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* EPA uses the Section Seven Tracking System (SSTS) to document pesticide
production facilities and the amount of pesticides they produce. The database was
searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* The Integrated Compliance Information System (ICIS) database, formerly
known as the DOCKET database, is maintained by EPA and contains information
on civil, judicial, and administrative enforcement cases under all environmental
statutes. The database was searched for the target property only but no listing was
reported.

* The PCB Activity Database System (PADS) includes generators, transporters,
commercial storage facilities and/or brokers, and disposers of polychlorinated
biphenyls (PCBs) who are required to notify EPA of such activities. The database
was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

» The Material Licensing Tracking System (MLTS) is maintained by the Nuclear
Regulatory Commission (NRC) and lists sites that store or use radioactive
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materials subject to NRC licensing requirements. The database was searched for
the target property only but no listing was reported.

» The Radiation Information (RADINFQ) Database contains information about
facilities operated under EPA regulations for radiation and radioactivity. The
database was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* The Facility Index System (FINDS) contains both facility information and
“pointers” to other databases that contain more detail. The other databases include
RCRIS, PCS (Permit Compliance System), AIRS (Aerometric Information
Retrieval System), FATES, FTTS, CERCLIS, DOCKET (Enforcement Docket
used to manage and track information on civil judicial enforcement cases for all
environmental statutes), FURS (Federal Underground Injection Control), FRDS
(Federal Reporting Data System), SIA (Surface Impoundments), CICIS (TSCA
Chemicals in Commerce Information System), PADS, RCRA-J (medical waste
transporters/disposers), TRIS, and TSCA. The FATES database contains
information from the FIFRA (Federal Insecticide Fungicide Rodenticide Act) and
Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) Enforcement System. FTTS is the
FIFRA/TSCA Tracking System. FINDS was searched for the target property only.
As discussed further below, the database contains a FINDS listing for the target

property.

* The Resource Conservation and Recovery Act Administrative Action
Tracking System (RAATS) database contains records of enforcement actions
under RCRA pertaining to major violators and includes administrative and civil
actions brought by EPA. The database was searched for the target property only
but no listing was reported.

* The Risk Management Program (RMP) database lists properties that use
extremely hazardous materials. The database was searched for the target property
only but no listing was reported.

* The California Bond Expenditure Plan (BEP) was developed by DHS as the
basis for appropriation of Hazardous Substance Cleanup Bond Act funds. It has
since been superseded by the CAL-SITES database (see above) and is no longer
kept current. The database did not include any records pertaining to BEP sites
within 1 mile of the target property.

+ The NPDES database is a listing of NPDES permits, including stormwater permits
issued by the SWRCB. The database was searched for the target property only but
no listing was reported.

* The Underground Injection Control (UIC) database lists properties at which
injection wells are operated. The database was searched for the target property
only but no listing was reported.
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* The HIST CORTESE database is a listing of hazardous waste and substance sites
compiled by the SWRCB, the Integrated Waste Board, and the DTSC. The
database contains records for seven HIST CORTESE sites within 0.5 mile of the
target property as follows:

» The database also contained a listing for the target property, discussed further in
Section 7.5. The ARCO gas station is discussed further in Section 7.6.2. The
other HIST CORTESE listings are all closed sites and/or are located hydraulically
downgradient or crossgradient of the subject site. As such, they will not be
discussed further in this report.

* The Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA) database lists properties subject
to unified hazardous materials and hazardous waste management programs,
including properties that operate USTs and/or ASTs. The database did not contain
any records pertaining to CUPA sites within 0.25 mile of the target property.

» The Proposition 65 Notification Records (NOTIFY 65) database contains a
listing of notices about any release that could impact drinking water and thereby
expose the public to a potential health risk. The database contained one listing for
a NOTIFY 65 site within 1.0 mile of the target property, the Oceanside Boulevard
Pump Station, located at 1664 Oceanside Boulevard. No other information was
available pertaining to this site, and the site is located approximately 0.21 mile
downgradient of the target property. Absent additional information, and
considering the intervening distance and downgradient position of the Oceanside
Boulevard Pump Station, it is not expected to have affected the subsurface beneath
the target property, and will not be discussed further for Phase I ESA purposes.

+ The DRYCLEANERS database is a list of dry cleaning-related facilities, although
not all dry cleaning facilities are included in this database. The database did not
contain any records pertaining to DRYCLEANERS sites within 0.25 mile of the
target property.

* The Well Investigation Program (WIP) database formerly listed cases now
covered by the SLIC database. The database did not contain any records
pertaining to WIP sites within 0.25 mile of the target property.
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» The ENF database lists properties at which the SWRCB has taken enforcement
actions. The database was searched for the target property only but no listing was
reported.

» The HAZNET database identifies hazardous waste generators and hazardous
waste treatment, storage, and disposal facilities in the state of California. The
database was searched for the target property only and contained one HAZNET
listing at the target property, discussed below in Section 7.5.

* The Emissions Inventory Data (EMI) database includes information on toxic and
criteria pollutant air emission data collected by the Air Resources Board and local
air pollution agencies. The database was searched for the target property only but
no listing was reported.

* The Indian Reservations (INDIAN RESERYV) database lists reservations
occupying at least 640 acres. The database did not contain any records pertaining
to INDIAN RESERYV sites within 1 mile of the target property.

« The State Coalition for Remediation of Drycleaners (SCRD
DRYCLEANERS) database lists drycleaner facilities that have formerly or are
currently undergoing remediation and are regulated by the EPA. The database did
not contain any records pertaining to SCRD DRYCLEANER sites within 0.5 mile
of the target property.

* The Medical Waste Management Program (MWMP) database lists medical
waste offsite treatment facilities and transfer stations throughout California.
Through permitting and inspections, the MWMP ensures the proper handling and
disposal of medical waste. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
MWMP sites within 0.25 mile of the target property.

* The US AIRS database lists compliance data on air pollution per the EPA. The
database was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

 The LEAD SMELTERS database lists former lead smelting site locations based
on data provided by the EPA. The database was searched for the target property
only but no listing was reported.

* The COAL ASH DOE database lists power plants that store ash in surface ponds
compiled by the Department of Energy. The database was searched for the target
property only but no listing was reported.

* The 2020 Corrective Action Program List (2020 COR ACTION) database lists
properties assigned a RCRA corrective action goal. The database did not contain
any records pertaining to 2020 COR ACTION sites within 0.25 mile of the target

property.
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» The PRP database lists verified Potentially Responsible Parties as determined by
the EPA. The database was searched for the target property only but no listing
was reported.

» The WDS database contains records pertaining to sites for which Waste Discharge
Requirements have been issued for discharges of waste to waters of the state. The
database was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* The FINANCIAL ASSURANCE database lists financial assurance information
compiled by the DTSC. The database was searched for the target property only but
no listing was reported.

» The HWP database lists permitted hazardous waste facilities and corrective action
tracked in EnviroStor by the DTSC. The database did not contain any records
pertaining to HWP sites within 1 mile of the target property.

+ The HWT database lists hazardous waste transporters registered with the DTSC.
The database did not contain any records pertaining to HWT sites within 0.25 mile
of the target property.

* The PROC database lists certified processors compiled by the Department of
Conservation. The database did not contain any records pertaining to PROC sites
within 0.5 mile of the target property.

» The US FIN ASSUR database lists financial assurance information compiled by
the EPA respectively. The database was searched for the target property only but
no listing was reported.

 The EPA WATCH LIST database exists to facilitate dialogue between the EPA,
state, and local environmental agencies on enforcement matters relating to
facilities with alleged violations identified as either significant or high priority.
The database was searched for the target property only but no listing was reported.

* The PCB TRANSFORMER database lists all PCB transformer registrations and
registration submittals to the EPA. The database was searched for the target
property only but no listing was reported.

« The COAL ASH EPA database lists coal combustion residues surface
impoundments with high hazard potential ratings compiled by the EPA. The
database did not contain any records pertaining to COAL ASH EPA sites within
0.5 mile of the target property.

7.4 PROPRIETARY RECORDS REVIEWED

The following proprietary and other EDR databases were searched for records pertaining to the
target and surrounding properties:
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« EDR Manufactured Gas Plants (EDR MGP) is an EDR proprietary database of
gas manufacturing plants. The database did not contain any records pertaining to
EDR MGP sites within 1 mile of the target property.

« EDR Historical Auto Stations (EDR US HIST AUTO STAT) is an EDR
proprietary database of potential gas station/filling station/service station sites
available to EDR researchers. The database contains listings for three EDR HIST
AUTO STAT sites within 0.25 mile of the target property. None of the listings
include the name of the business located at the specified address, but one of the
addresses matches that of the ARCO gas station, which is discussed further in
Section 7.6.2.  No further information was available for the remaining two
addresses, and neither street address is featured on the GeoTracker or EnviroStor
websites. As such, they are not expected to pose an environmental concern to the
subject site and will not be discussed further.

* EDR Historical Cleaners (EDR US HIST CLEANERS) is an EDR proprietary
database of potential drycleaner sites available to EDR researchers. The database
contains records for two EDR US HIST CLEANERS sites within 0.25 mile of the
target property. No additional information was available pertaining to these
listings and neither street address is featured on the GeoTracker or EnviroStor
websites. Absent additional information, these properties will not be discussed
further for the purposes of this Phase I ESA report.

7.5 TARGET PROPERTY LISTINGS

Multiple database listings pertain to the subject site, all of which are related to activities while
the site operated as a CHP Office and remedial activities associated with the aforementioned
UST release at the site, as follows:

» The UST, SWEEPS UST, and HIST UST listings pertain to the UST system that
was located in the northeast portion of the property, and used to store gasoline for
CHP vehicles. The system consisted of at least two USTs, associated product
piping, and a dispenser island.

» The AST listing pertains to one 8,240-gallon AST that is located along the western
border of the site. The double-walled storage tank holds gasoline and is equipped
with two fuel dispensers.

* The San Diego Co. HMMD listing is associated with the past storage and handling
of hazardous materials, mainly gasoline and waste oil, at the target property and
indicates that the facility was permitted to handle such materials.

» The HAZNET listing pertains to various instances of the removal of hazardous
waste materials from the site. All reports indicate that the materials were properly
disposed of either by treatment or by recycling methods.
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» The CHMIRS listing pertains to an incident that was reported on February 7, 1989.
No other details, such as the substance involved, amount, or media affected, were
included in the database listing.

* The RGA LUST, LUST, SLIC, HIST CORTESE, and SAN DIEGO CO. SAM
listings pertain to the releases of petroleum hydrocarbons and associated remedial
activities that occurred at the site from 1993 until 2013, when closure for the site
was granted by SDCoDEH.

» The FINDS listing points to the aforementioned databases in which the property is
included and which give more detail about the site.

» The listings above are consistent with the past use of the site for the refueling and
light maintenance of CHP vehicles. The listings that indicate the past use and
storage of hazardous materials at the site are not, in and of themselves, a concern.
The events with which the LUST, SLIC, HIST CORTESE, and SAN DIEGO CO.
SAM listings are associated are discussed in further detail in Section 5.0 of this
report.

7.6 OFFSITE DATABASE LISTINGS

After reviewing the information provided in EDR’s. report (Appendix F) and additional
information available from the GeoTracker and EnviroStor web sites maintained by Cal/EPA,
the following sites are potentially relevant for Phase I ESA purposes.

7.6.1 Agri Chemical & Supply, Inc.

The Agri Chemical & Supply facility is located approximately 0.27 mile east-northeast of the
subject site, at 2002 and 2010 Oceanside Boulevard. It is listed in the CERC-NFRAP,
ENVIROSTOR, LUST, and SLIC databases. The listings pertain to the inadvertent discovery of
USTs on the property during utility trenching activities, and the soil and groundwater
contamination associated with releases from those USTs. In 2008, a subcontractor for San Diego
Gas & Electric reportedly hit a pipe they assumed to be abandoned while trenching across the
southeastern portion of the property. An oily substance was soon after discovered floating on
Loma Alta Creek and was traced back to a small hole in the trench line on the Agri Chemical
property. The oily substance was pumped out of the creek and the trench, the small hole was
sealed, and the trench was backfilled and covered with asphaltic concrete (AMEC, February 29,
2012). An investigative order was issued to Mr. Greg Omori of Agri Chemical & Supply, Inc.
by the SDRWQCB on September 8, 2009. A geophysical survey was performed in January 2010
in the vicinity of the leak to confirm the presence of two USTs. Initial subsurface investigations
conducted in response to the investigative order revealed significant concentrations of total
petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) in the gasoline and diesel ranges in soil and groundwater in the
vicinity of the USTs (AMEC, July 23, 2010). The two USTs were subsequently removed in
September 2010. Samples taken from beneath the former USTs were found to contain TPH
levels similar to those reported during the initial investigation (AMEC, October 28, 2010).
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On December 19 and 20, 2011, six groundwater monitoring wells (MW-1 through MW-6) were
installed by AMEC Geomatrix, Inc. (AMEC) to evaluate the presence and distribution of VOCs
and TPH in soil and groundwater at the site. Soil, soil vapor, and groundwater samples were
collected in conjunction with the well installations. Analytical results revealed elevated
concentrations of BTEX constituents, as well as various other VOCs and TPH in soil, soil vapor,
and groundwater. Additionally, approximately 0.3 foot of free product was observed in Well
MW-1, located closest to the former USTs (AMEC, February 29, 2012). Quarterly groundwater
monitoring was initiated in 2012 and has been reduced to semiannual monitoring since 2013,
according to monitoring reports posted on the GeoTracker website. Isoconcentration maps
prepared by AMEC Environment & Infrastructure, Inc. (AMEC) indicate that the contaminant
plume does not appear to extend south of Crouch Street (AMEC, January 30, 2015). AMEC
submitted a remedial action plan on February 13, 2015, which was approved by SDCoDEH on
April 15, 2015. The remedial action plan involves the excavation of soil in the vicinity of the
former USTs in an attempt to remove the extent of free product (AMEC, February 13, 2015).

According to groundwater monitoring reports submitted to SDCoDEH by AMEC, it does not
appear that the extent of subsurface contamination from the former Agri-Chemical & Supply
facility extends south of Crouch Street, which is located approximately 1,400 feet northeast of
the subject site. Due to the distance between the southern extent of the Agri-Chemical
contaminant plume and the subject site, it is unlikely that contaminants associated with the
plume will affect the subsurface beneath the subject site.

7.6.2 ARCO Gas Station No. 1862

ARCO Gas Station No. 1862 is located approximately 0.237 mile east-northeast of the subject
site, at 1990 Oceanside Boulevard. It is listed in the RCRA-SQG, LUST, SAN DIEGO CO.
SAM, HIST UST, SWEEPS UST, HIST CORTESE, and the EDR US Hist Auto Station
databases. These listings pertain to the site’s historical use as an automobile service station and
past and existing USTs onsite. Specifically, the LUST, SAN DIEGO CO. SAM, and HIST
CORTESE listings pertain to site assessment and remediation activities that have occurred at the
site due to an underground fuel release discovered in January of 1987. Currently, there are three
double-walled, fiberglass gasoline USTs (one 20,000-gallon and two 12,000-gallon) located on
the eastern portion of the site. Two dispenser islands are located to the southwest of the existing
USTs. Historically, two sets of gasoline USTs were formerly located at the site; one set (pre-
1980) was located to the north of the existing station building and the second set (replaced in
2002) was located in the current UST cavity (ARCADIS, December 4, 2014).

Site investigation began in October 1980, when 17 soil borings were advanced to assess the
extent of contamination from leaking product lines at the ARCO station as well as leaking USTs
at a nearby Texaco facility. The results of the initial investigation revealed hydrocarbon vapors
and/or light nonaqueous-phase liquid (LNAPL) in five of the borings. In November 1980, three
USTs were installed south of the original set of USTs (in the current UST location). During the
excavation, groundwater impacted with visible LNAPL was reportedly observed flowing into the
excavation. Since 1988, 27 monitoring wells have been installed onsite and offsite to define the
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extents of the petroleum-related impacts in the area (SECOR International, Inc. [SECOR],
July 7, 2005).

In October 1990, piping for soil vapor extraction (SVE) activities was installed at the property as
well as an interim remediation system for extracting liquid-phase hydrocarbons. In November
1991, a French drain was installed at the downgradient Jiffy Lube property adjacent to the
ARCO station to the southwest to divert contaminated groundwater to a 4,000-gallon storage
tank located at the ARCO facility. SVE, dual-phase extraction (DPE), and air sparging
feasibility tests were performed at the site between 1994 and 2004. Results indicated that DPE
and air sparging were feasible alternatives for removing hydrocarbon contamination (SECOR,
July 7, 2005). An ozone sparging system was installed along the south edge of Oceanside
Boulevard in 2005 to prevent hydrocarbons from migrating toward Loma Alta Creek as a result
of dewatering activities associated with the North County Transit District’s construction of a
light rail that runs between Escondido and Oceanside (ARCADIS December 4, 2014).

In their December 4, 2014 Corrective Action Plan and Site Closure Request, ARCADIS
summarized groundwater analytical data collected as part of quarterly groundwater monitoring
for the ARCO station since 2003, and noted that hydrocarbon concentrations in groundwater are
stable or decreasing across the property. Isoconcentration maps show that the contaminants of
concern at the site, benzene, gasoline-range organics, MTBE, and TBA, extend into Loma Alta
Creek, although most likely do not extend farther west than Greenbrier Drive, approximately
800 feet away from the target property. It is noted that Loma Alta Creek passes the subject site
on the south, which is in a downgradient direction. Due to the intervening distance between the
ARCO station and subject site, the continued operation of active ozone sparging to prevent
further contaminant migration, and the above information concerning the contaminant plume
extents, it 1s unlikely that the subsurface contamination beneath ARCO Gas Station No. 1862 has
impacted or will impact the subject site.

8.0 SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

This section presents the conclusions of the Phase I ESA for the property at 1888 Oceanside
Boulevard in terms of identified RECs, CRECs, HRECs, and OEFs.

8.1 RECOGNIZED ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS
ASTM (2013) defines RECs as:

“«“

. the presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum
products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment, or (3) under conditions that
pose a material threat of a future release to the environment. De minimis conditions
are not recognized environmental conditions.”

Based on the subject Phase I ESA, Avocet has not identified any RECs at the site.

8.2 CONTROLLED RECOGNIZED ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS
ASTM (2013) defines CRECs as a REC:

“«“

resulting from a past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that
has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority (for
example, as evidenced by the issuance of a no further action letter or equivalent, or
meeting risk-based criteria established by regulatory authority), with hazardous
substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the
implementation of required controls (for example, property use restrictions, activity
and use limitations, institutional controls, or engineering controls).”

Based on the subject Phase I ESA, Avocet has not identified any CRECs at the site.

8.3 HISTORICAL RECs (HRECsS)
ASTM defines HRECs:s as:

a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has
occurred in connection with the property and has been addressed to the satisfaction
of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any
required controls (for example, property use restrictions, activity and use
limitations, institutional controls, or engineering controls).”

Based on the subject Phase I ESA, Avocet has identified one HREC at the site.

« HREC 1 - Former LUST Case. The subject site is associated with a former
LUST case involving a release of petroleum hydrocarbons from a former UST
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system located near the northeast corner of the property. The release was
discovered following failed tank integrity tests and installation of an observation
well within the tank excavation backfill. Free product was detected in the
observation well in October 1993. Eleven borings were drilled and sampled at the
site from 1994 to 1996. Three of the borings were converted to groundwater
monitoring wells that terminated at a depth of 15 feet bgs. A free product
extraction well was installed in a boring advanced into the UST excavation in May
1995. The apparent thickness of free product in the extraction well was initially
0.75 foot. Installation of a product skimmer pump in the extraction well resulted
in the recovery of 2,456 gallons of gasoline and reduction of the free product
thickness to a sheen by October 1995. In January 1999, a second unauthorized
release was discovered at the site when elevated TPH-g concentrations were
detected in a soil sample collected from the piping trench. Additional monitoring
wells were installed at the site in June 2001, October 2004, and March 2006, and
dissolved gasoline, BTEX, and fuel oxygenates were detected in groundwater
samples. On March 22, 2006, a 12,000-gallon fiberglass UST was removed from
the UST excavation. Following removal of the UST, an 8,000-gallon capacity
steel, dual-walled, AST and two dispensers were installed at the site. Additional
groundwater monitoring wells were installed at the site in February 2008 and
September 2011. Analytical results for groundwater samples collected through
March 2013 indicated that the dissolved gasoline plume had been adequately
delineated. The dissolved contaminant plume was approximately 650 feet in
length and extended beneath the maintenance garage and carport for the CHP
facility, as well as the parking lot for an adjoining shopping complex. Chlorinated
hydrocarbons were detected in groundwater samples, including a sample collected
from an upgradient well, when the full suite of VOCs was analyzed for the last
round of samples in March 2013. The source of chlorinated hydrocarbons is
unknown. A revised Corrective Action Plan, which proposed remediation of site
soil and groundwater by natural attenuation, was approved by SDCoDEH on
December 20, 2013. Groundwater is beneficially used for industrial supply in the
site hydrologic basin and is excluded from use for municipal supply. Based on the
removal of free product, decreasing contaminant concentrations, and the lack of
human health risk posed by the gasoline release, the consultant has recommended
no further action and case closure. SDCoDEH concurred with the
recommendation and granted the Oceanside CHP facility closure status on
March 17, 2014.

8.4 OTHER ENVIRONMENTAL FEATURES (OEFS)

OEFs are potential environmental features or conditions that do not meet the ASTM definition of
a REC, CREC, or HREC but which warrant mention for visibility purposes in the context of
acquiring and/or redeveloping the site for commercial purposes. Based on the subject Phase I
ESA, Avocet has identified four OEFs at the site, as summarized below. To minimize the
potential for confusion, the HREC and OEF identification numbers are sequential.
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* OEF 2 - 8,000-gallon Gasoline-AST. The site features an 8,000-gallon, double-
walled, gasoline AST equipped with two fuel dispensers located along the western
border of the site. Labeling on the AST indicates that it was manufactured in
2006, and it was believed to be installed at the site around that time. During active
facility operation, it was reported that the tank was filled approximately every
month. Additionally, the tank is equipped with a direct vision gauge and high
liquid level cutoff valve to stop flow into the tank at 90 percent capacity. In
accordance with the Abbreviated Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure
Plan, a copy of which was provided to Avocet by CHP employees, it is stated that
during filling procedures, CHP staff would be present and all equipment operators
(truck drivers) would be HAZMAT certified. Additionally, fuel deliveries would
be scheduled on days with no predicted precipitation events so as to minimize the
risk of migration in the event of a spill. Visual inspections of the tank were
conducted on a weekly basis, and the CHP hired vendors to do quarterly
inspections. During a walkover survey conducted on July 2, 2015, Avocet
personnel did not observe any evidence of staining in the vicinity of the AST and
did not observe any evidence of leaks or ruptures.

* OEF 3 - 240-gallon Waste Oil AST. The site features a 240-gallon waste oil
AST, which is double-walled and positioned on a diked, concrete secondary
containment, pad. The 240-gallon AST is located in the canopied carport next to
the auto tech office. It was reported that during active operations, the waste oil-
AST was emptied approximately every 6 months to a year. In accordance with the
Abbreviated Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure Plan, it is stated that
during transfer procedures, CHP staff would be present and all equipment
operators (truck drivers) would be HAZMAT certified. Additionally, waste oil
pickups would be scheduled on days with no predicted precipitation events so as to
minimize the risk of migration in the event of a spill. Visual inspections of the
tank were conducted on a weekly basis, and the CHP hired vendors to do quarterly
inspections. During a walkover survey conducted on July 2, 2015, Avocet
personnel did not observe evidence of leaks or ruptures in the waste oil AST and
there was no evidence of cracks or fractures in the secondary containment
structure in which the AST was placed.

* OEF 4 - Clarifier. A clarifier was observed during the walkover survey adjacent
to the partially covered maintenance garage. It appeared to have once been
connected to a sink that was formerly located just outside the auto tech office. The
sink was no longer present, although associated piping was still intact. It was
confirmed during a phone interview with Mr. Diego Duarte, an auto tech who
worked at the facility between 2012 and 2014, that the clarifier was indeed
connected to a sink that was used for handwashing. Mr. Duarte explained that the
clarifier was, for the most part, wholly functional during his time at the facility,
with the exception of one incident in which it became clogged. He explained that
the clarifier began to overflow on one occasion and that the overflow was
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contained and use of the sink was stopped until the clarifier could be repaired. It
was found that the clarifier was clogged with debris, which was promptly removed
upon discovery. Mr. Duarte did not recall any other incidents involving the
clarifier. The clarifier appeared to be in good condition at the time of the walkover
survey and no evidence of overflow was observed.

+ Site-Wide Use of POLs. Areas throughout the site are stained, indicating
de minimis releases of petroleum-based fuels, oils, and lubricants (POLs) from
parked vehicles, mechanical lifts, maintenance activities, and the former backup
generator. The site is entirely paved with concrete in building, vehicle
maintenance, and AST areas, and with asphaltic concrete in surrounding vehicle
parking areas. The heaviest staining was observed in the vehicle maintenance
garage, which is concrete paved and the concrete was observed to be in good
condition with few, widely spaced hairline cracks. Staining in the asphalt parking
areas was more limited, although the asphalt was locally in poor condition, with
pervasive alligator cracking. It is not clear, however, whether soil beneath the
stained areas may be impacted.

steel, dual-walled, 8,000-gallon capacity UST and two dispensers were
installed at the site. Additional groundwater monitoring wells were
installed at the site in February 2008 and September 2011. Four well
pairs were installed to depths of 15 and 40 feet bgs, respectively,

in 2006 and 2008. The consultants intent was to assess potential

upper and deeper water zones. However, subsequent water level
measurements for each well pair were found to be comparable in value.
Bedrock is estimated to occur at a depth of approximately 40 feet

bgs. Analytical results for groundwater samples collected through
March 2013 indicated that the dissolved gasoline plume had been
adequately delineated. The dissolved contaminant plume is
approximately 650 feet in length and underlies the maintenance garage
and carport for the CHP facility, as well as the parking lot for an
adjoining shopping complex. Chlorinated hydrocarbons were detected in
groundwater samples, including a sample collected from an up-gradient
well, when the full suite of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) was
analyzed for the last round of samples in March 2013. The source of
the chlorinated hydrocarbons is unknown.

Plan, which proposed remediation of site soil and groundwater by
natural attenuation, was approved by DEH on December 18, 2013.
Groundwater is beneficially used for industrial supply in the site
hydrologic basin and is excepted from use for municipal supply. Based
on the removal of free product, decreasing contaminant
concentrations, and the lack of human health risk posed by the
gasoline release, the consultant has recommended no further action
and case closure. DEH concurs with these recommendations.

COMMENTS: A release of petroleum hydrocarbons occurred at the California Highway Patrol (CHP) facility located at 1888 Oceanside
Boulevard in Oceanside, California. The release was discovered following repair of a check valve in the underground storage tank (UST)
system and installation of an observation well within the tank excavation backfill. Free product was detected in the observation well in
October 1993. DEH opened Case #H03951-002 in March 1994.

Eleven borings were drilled and sampled at the site from 1994 to 1996. Three of the borings were converted to groundwater monitoring wells
that terminated at a depth of 15 feet below ground surface (bgs). A free product extraction well was installed in a boring advanced into the
UST excavation in May 1995. The apparent thickness of free product in the extraction well was initially 0.75 feet. Installation of a product
skimmer pump in the extraction well resulted in the recovery of 2,456 gallons of gasoline and reduction of the free product thickness to a
sheen by October 1995. Dissolved gasoline concentrations decreased dramatically during this time period.

In January 1999, an additional unauthorized release was discovered at the site during County inspection of a product pipeline upgrade.
Gasoline was detected in a soil sample collected from the piping trench at a concentration of 15,878 milligrams per kilogram.

Additional monitoring wells were installed at the site in June 2001, October 2004, and March 2006. Dissolved gasoline, BTEX, and fuel
oxygenates were detected in groundwater samples.

On March 22, 2006, a 12,000-gallon capacity fiberglass UST was removed from the UST excavation. Gasoline was detected in the soil
samples collected from the base of the UST excavation. Reportedly, the fiberglass UST had been installed in 1982 to replace a former steel
UST. A stained soil sample was collected from beneath the UST system dispenser following its removal. Analytical results for the sample
also indicated fuel impacts. Following removal of the UST, dispenser, and piping, a steel, dual-walled, 8,000-gallon capacity UST and two
dispensers were installed at the site.

Additional groundwater monitoring wells were installed at the site in February 2008 and September 2011. Four well pairs were installed to
depths of 15 and 40 feet bgs, respectively, in 2006 and 2008. The consultant’s intent was to assess potential upper and deeper water zones.
However, subsequent water level measurements for each well pair were found to be comparable in value. Bedrock is estimated to occur at a
depth of approximately 40 feet bgs.

Analytical results for groundwater samples collected through March 2013 indicated that the dissolved gasoline plume had been adequately
delineated. The dissolved contaminant plume is approximately 650 feet in length and underlies the maintenance garage and carport for the
CHP facility, as well as the parking lot for an adjoining shopping complex. Chlorinated hydrocarbons were detected in groundwater samples,
including a sample collected from an up-gradient well, when the full suite of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) was analyzed for the last
round of samples in March 2013. The source of the chlorinated hydrocarbons is unknown. A revised Corrective Action Plan, which proposed
remediation of site soil and groundwater by natural attenuation, was approved by DEH on December 18, 2013.

Groundwater is beneficially used for industrial supply in the site hydrologic basin and is excepted from use for municipal supply. Based on
the removal of free product, decreasing contaminant concentrations, and the lack of human health risk posed by the gasoline release, the
consultant has recommended no further action and case closure. DEH concurs with these recommendations.
