Ground Water Monitoring

There are two ground water monitoring wells located on the subject property.  The property had an underground fuel storage tank at one time.   When the tank was removed in the mid nineties, it was discovered to have been leaking petroleum product into the subsurface soil.

A non-active remediation program of ground water monitoring wells was instigated and has been ongoing for a number of years.  Quarterly reports are issued by the consultant, e2 Environmental, the latest of which is attached for your review.  A complete copy of the latest quarterly report will be made available to the successful bidder’s review during the due diligence period.
Closure of the monitoring activity will be determined by the County of San Diego and will in part be determined by the intended use and improvements to the property.
