Interagency agreements are used between State agencies as the basis for securing interagency EDP Services and for reimbursement for such services.  They constitute the complete understanding between both parties and, therefore, must include (1) a clear and complete statement of the work, service, or product to be performed, rendered, or provided, (2) a complete delineation of the responsibility of each party in the performance of such work, (3) the basis upon which payments for such services are to be made, and (4) the period of performance.





5240 Illustration 1 is a sample rate schedule, such as may be included in an interagency agreement.  5240 Illustration 2 and 3 are sample estimates, both in hours and in dollars, by program or application system, categorized by development, production, and maintenance and by each billable cost center of the providing agency.
