SECTION 4.303
INDOOR WATER USE

4.303.1.2 Urinals. On or after January 1, 2016, The the effective flush volume of wall mounted urinals shall not exceed 0.5 0.125 gallons per flush. The effective flush volume of all other urinals shall not exceed 0.5 gallons per flush.

4.303.1.4.1 Residential lavatory faucets. On or after July 1, 2016, The the maximum flow rate of residential lavatory faucets shall not exceed 1.5 1.2 gallons per minute at 60 psi. The minimum flow rate of residential lavatory faucets shall not be less than 0.8 gallons per minute at 20 psi.
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
