5) Proposed Code and Standards Approvals: The Commission will take action on the following item to approve, disapprove, further study, or approve as amended the proposed code changes based on the criteria established in Health and Safety Code 18930.  The Commission will consider each agency’s proposed changes and its justifications, the Code Advisory Committee (CAC) recommendations, and comments submitted during the public comment periods.  The public may comment on any challenges to the proposals or CAC recommendations submitted during the public processes. No new issues or new information challenging the proposed code changes may be presented to the Commission in the adoption of the following proposed regulations. The California Department of Public Health (CDPH 01/10): Proposed adoption of amendments to the 2010 California Building Code for public pool provisions, Chapter 31B (California Code of Regulations, Title 24, Part 2)

6) Proposed Emergency Standards Adoptions and Approvals: The Commission will take action on the following items to approve, disapprove, further study, or approve as amended any of the proposed code changes based on the criteria established in Health and Safety Code 18930. The Commission will consider the agency’s proposed changes and justifications, findings of emergency, and comments submitted during the public comment periods where applicable. a) Office of Statewide Health Planning and Development (OSHPD EF 01/11) These regulations implement the mandate of Health and Safety Code §130060(g) which was enacted by Senate Bill 90 (Chapter 19, Statute of 2011).  This statute provides an extension of the deadline for hospitals to comply with seismic safety requirements provided the hospitals meet specified milestones and conditions.  This mandate also provides that regulations submitted to the California Building Standards Commission by Office of Statewide Health Planning and Development (OSHPD) to implement this statute shall be deemed emergency regulations and adopted as such.
