3) Proposed Code Adoption and Approvals: The Commission will take action on the following items to approve, disapprove, further study, or approve as amended any of the proposed code changes based on the criteria established in Health and Safety Code 18930. The Commission will consider each agency’s proposed changes and its justifications, the Code Advisory Committee (CAC) recommendations, and comments submitted during the public comment periods.  The public may comment on any challenges to the proposals or CAC recommendations submitted during the public processes. **TELECONFERENCE INSTRUCTIONS**

	All callers begin in “Listen Only” mode. 

When it is time to take comments on a specific agenda item from persons on the phone, callers will hear:  “This conference is now in Question and Answer mode. To alert the speaker that you have a question, press 1 and 0. Each question will be answered in the order it was received.”
If a caller presses 1 and 0, the caller will hear:  “You will be notified when the speaker is ready for your question.”
