The permit applicant shall submit a statement of special inspections
prepared by the registered design professional in responsible charge in accordance with Section 106-% 4-6-% 107.1,
Appendix Chapter 1, Bidsiond Divison ll, as a condition for permit issuance. This statement shall be in accordance with
Section 1705. . ..

Recommendation:
Based on criteria 1 and 6, CBSC proposes to correct the reference numbers.

Rationale:
CBSC received a comment that suggested the references to Section 1.6.1 and Division | are not correct. Upon
review, CBSC determined that the comment was correct and has proposed to correct the section reference and
the division reference. The changes do not have regulatory effect.

1711.1 General. In the absence of approved rules or other approved standards, the building official shall make, or cause
to be made, the necessary tests and investigations; or the building official shall accept duly authenticated reports from
approved agencies in respect to the quality and manner of use of new materials or assemblies as provided for in Section
10411 14241 1.2.2 , -Appendix Chapter 1, Division I. The cost of all tests and other investigations required under the
provisions of this code shall be borne by the permit applicant.

Recommendation:
Based on criteria 1 and 6, CBSC proposes to correct the reference numbers.

CBSC has added new code Section 1.2.2 Chapter 1, Division 1 which duplicates model code section 104.11
Appendix Chapter 1. To eliminate duplication, CBSC has proposed to correct the section reference. The
changes do not have regulatory effect.

then a site hazard study shaII establish that the structure can sustaln the effects of Ilquefactlon landslide—er fauit

Recommendation:
Based on criteria 1 and 7B, CBSC proposes to amend the regulations as noted in section 3415.4.1 Site hazard study.

Rationale:
CBSC received a comment from the California Geological Survey (CGS). The Division of the State Architect
agrees that the proposed amendments by CGS have credibility based on the following:

1. The surface fault rupture aspect of the proposal does not meet criteria 1 of Health & Safety Code.
2. The surface fault rupture aspect of the proposal does not meet criteria 7B of Health & Safety Code 18930.

Upon review, CBSC determined that the comments are valid and has proposed to amend the provisions as
noted. The changes do not have regulatory effect.
