WORK PLAN UPDATE as of November 22, 2005

Since the last work plan update, OSHPD has filled the two vacant positions (one
structural engineer and one fire and life safety officer) in the regulations unit. This has
allowed the Office to make considerable progress in accomplishing the work plan tasks
identified for the November 2005 and February 2006 timeframes.

Additionally, OSHPD continues to work with the Office of the State Fire Marshal and its
IBC workgroups to assist in the development of fire and life safety regulations that apply
to health facilities.

The Office is also reviewing applicable 2006 IBC references to the International

Mechanical Code and International Plumbing Code, as identified by the BSC staff, for
comparison to the Uniform Mechanical Code and Uniform Plumbing Code requirements.
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
