a) Division of the State Architect—Access Compliance (DSA-AC 01/07): Amendments to accessibility provisions in 2007 Part 2, with the broad objective to maintain building regulations in conformance with current state law and federally-recognized accessibility design standards.
b) The Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD 02/07): The proposed regulations will adopt, amend or repeal existing building standards and establish new building standards in Part 2 which will affect the following: residential occupancies and buildings or structures accessory thereto, state accessibility requirements, general design, structural, and fire and life safety requirements in housing construction, buildings and structures accessory thereto, and permanent buildings in mobilehome parks and special occupancy parks.
