This letter is to advise you of our determination regarding the referenced ordinance with
express findings received from your agency on January 30, 2014.

Our review finds the submittal to contain one ordinance medifying provisions of the 2013
California Building Standards Code in Title 24, California Code of Regulations (code), and
express findings complying with Health and Safety Code §§17958.7 and 18941.5. The code
modification is accepted for filing and is enforceable. This letter attests only to the
satisfaction of the cited law for filing of local code amenrdment supported by an express
finding with the Commission. The Commission is not authorized by law to evaluate the merit
of the code modification or the express finding.

Local modifications to the code are specific to a particular edition of the code. They must be
readopted and filed with the Commission in order to remain in effect when the next triennial
edition of the code is published.

On a related matter, should your county receive and ratify Fire Protection District
ordinances making modifications to the code, be advised that Health and Safety Code
§13869.7(c) requires such ratified ordinances and express findings to be filed with the
Department of Housing and Community Development, Division of Codes and Standards,
State Housing Law Program, rather than this Commission. Also, ordinances making
modifications to the energy efficiency standards of the code may require approval from the
California Energy Commission pursuant to Public Resources Code §25402.1(h)(2).

Raverside County is incated in Southern Caiifornia and covers u vast and vatied
goographic aree. The base climate in western Riverside County sonsists of semi-
@l Mediterrancan weather patterns. Eastern Reverside County 5 & desest ares
with Mohave Desert iemperatures and weatbier paticrns, Those two primary arcas
are divided by the San Bemardine Mountain Range. Both areas outside of the
mountain terrain annually expenence extended penods of hugh 1=mperatures with
little o7 0o precipuatior. Hot, dry winds, which may reach speeds of 70 M. H
o7 greaiet. are common to the area  Examples are: Santa ‘Ana Fochn winds,

afternoon surface-heating generated winds, and prevatling desert winds.

These climatic conditions cause extreme drymng of vegetation ané commion
building miaterials. Frequent periods of drought and low humidity add 1o the fire
danger. This predisposes the arca to large destructive fires (conflagration) which
necessitates rapid identification, jocating and extinguishment of all fires 1 the
smallest stage possible. In addition 1o directlv damamng or desiroying buildings,
these fires are also prone to disrupt utility services throughout the County,
Obstacles penerated by a strong wind, such as fallen trees. strest hghts and utility
poles. will greatly impact the response time 10 reach an inciden! scenc. Dunng
these winds, the ingbility 1o use aenal type firefighting apperatus would further
decrease our shility 1o stop fires in large buildings and place rescue personnel at
increased risk of mjury

Although Riverside County occasionally expenences periods of significant
drought, the County can alse expenience periods of substantial rainfall, Annual
rawnfall varying from three (3) inches in Biythe to over thirty three (33) inches
Fine Cove. When Riverside County does expenience heavy rgin. or rain over a
period of days or weeks, many arcus of the County wre sublect w floodng.
Runoff from ruin drains either naturally into rivers, washes, and creeks or into
fiood contrel facilines. Flash flooding i alse 2 common problem. especially in
the Coachella Valley and the easterly portions of the county. Flash floodmg 15
nypically associated with shont duration. high intensiy precipitation events often
pesociated with summer thunderstorms. Such events can occur even dunng &
drought.

Water demand 10 densely populated Southem California far exceeds the guantity
supplied by natural precipitation; and although the population continues o grow,
the already-taxed water supply does net. Californis is projected 1o increase
population by nearly 10 million over the next guarter of a century with 50
percent of that growth cantered in Southern Califorma Due (¢ storage capacities
and consumption, and a limited amount of rnfall future water allocation is not
fully dependsbie. This necessitates the need for additional and on-site fire
protection features.
