The Division of the State Architect - Structural Safety (DSA-SS) adopts model code provisions and promulgates 
amendments as required by statute for application to public elementary and secondary schools, community 
colleges, and state-owned or state-leased essential services buildings. 

As presented on the following pages, DSA-SS proposes to adopt provisions contained in the 2009 edition of the 
Uniform Plumbing Code (UPC) of the International Association of Plumbing and Mechanical Officials for 
codification as the 2010 edition California Plumbing Code (CPC). 

Amendments contained in the 2007 edition CPC adopted by DSA-SS are proposed to be continued as indicated 
below.  DSA-SS further proposes to repeal all model code provisions contained in the Uniform Plumbing Code 
(UPC), 2006 edition, which were adopted by DSA-SS for codification as the 2007 edition California Plumbing 
Code. 

These proposed regulations will also make effective the 2009 edition of the Uniform Plumbing Code (UPC) as the 
2010 edition California Plumbing Code, for application by DSA-SS/CC (Division of the State Architect – Structural 
Safety/Community Colleges) to community colleges, which a community college district may elect to use in lieu of 
standards promulgated by DSA-SS (refer to Education Code Section 81053).

CHAPTER 1 

CALIFORNIA ADMINISTRATION 

DIVISION I 

 
101.0 1.1.0 General 
 
101.1 1.1.1 Title. These regulations shall be known as the California Plumbing Code, may be cited as such and 
will be referred to herein as “this code.”   The California Plumbing Code is Part 5 of twelve parts of the official 
compilation and publication of the adoptions, amendment, and repeal of Pplumbing regulations to the California 
Code of Regulations, Title 24, also referred to as the California Building Standards Code.  This part incorporates 
by adoption the 2006 2009 Uniform Plumbing Code of the International Association of Plumbing and Mechanical 
Officials with necessary California amendments.  
 
101.2 1.1.2 Purpose. The purpose of this code is to establish the minimum requirements to safeguard the public 
health, safety and general welfare through structural strength, means of egress facilities, stability, access to 
persons with disabilities, sanitation, adequate lighting and ventilation, and energy conservation; safety to life and 
property from fire and other hazards attributed to the built environment; and to provide safety to fire fighters and 
emergency responders during emergency operations. 
 
101.3 1.1.3 Scope. The provisions of this code shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, 
enlargement, replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and 
demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to such buildings or 
structures throughout the State of California. 
 

101.3.1 1.1.3.1 Non-State-Regulated Buildings, Structures, and Applications. The provisions in 
Chapters 2 through 16 of the 2006 Uniform Plumbing Code of the International Association of Plumbing 
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and Mechanical Officials contained or referenced in this code shall apply to all occupancies and 
applications not regulated by a state agency. Except as modified by local ordinance pursuant to Section 
1.1.8, the following standards in the California Code of Regulations, Title 24, Parts 2, 2.5, 3, 4, 5, 6, 9, 
10 and 11 shall apply to all occupancies and applications not regulated by a state agency.
 
101.3.2 1.1.3.2 State-Regulated Buildings, Structures, and Applications.  The model code 
provisions, state amendments to the model code, provisions and/or provisions state amendments where 
there are no relevant model code provisions, shall apply to the following buildings, structures, and 
applications regulated by state agencies as referenced in the Matrix Adoption Tables and as specified in 
sSections 102 1.2 through 113 1.14, except where modified by local ordinance pursuant to Section 
101.8 1.1.8.  When adopted by a state agency, the provisions of this code shall be enforced by the 
appropriate enforcing agency, but only to the extent of authority granted to such agency by the sState 
lLegislature.

101.4 1.1.4 Appendices. Provisions contained in the appendices of this code shall not apply unless specifically 
adopted by a state agency or adopted by a local enforcing agency in compliance with Health and Safety Code 
Section 18938 (b) 18901 et. seq. for Building Standards Law, Health and Safety Code Section 17950 for State 
Housing Law and Health and Safety Code Section 13869.7 for Fire Protection Districts.  See Section 101.8 1.1.8 
of this code. 
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101.5 1.1.5 Referenced codes. The codes, standards and publications adopted and set forth in this code, 
including other codes, standards and publications referred to therein are, by title and date of publication, hereby 
adopted as standard reference documents of this code.  When this code does not specifically cover any subject 
related to building design and construction, recognized architectural or engineering practices shall be employed. 
The National Fire Codes, standards, and the Fire Protection Handbook of the National Fire Protection 
Association are permitted to be used as authoritative guides in determining recognized fire prevention 
engineering practices. 
 
101.6 1.1.6 NonBuilding standards, orders and regulations. Requirements contained in the Uniform Plumbing 
Code, or in any other referenced standard, code or document, which are not building standards as defined in 
Health and Safety Code Section 18909, shall not be construed as part of the provisions of this code. For 
nonbuilding standards, orders, and regulations, see other titles of the California Code of Regulations. 
 
101.7 1.1.7 Order of precedence and use. 
 

101.7.1 1.1.7.1 Differences. In the event of any differences between these building standards and the 
standard reference documents, the text of these building standards shall govern. 
 
101.7.2 1.1.7.2 Specific provisions. Where a specific provision varies from a general provision, the 
specific provision shall apply. 
 
101.7.3 1.1.7.3 Conflicts. When the requirements of this code conflict with the requirements of any other 
part of the California Building Standards Code, Title 24, the most restrictive requirements shall prevail. 
 

 
101.8 1.1.8 City, county, or city and county amendments, additions or deletions. 
… 

 
101.9 1.1.9 Effective date of this code.  Only those standards approved by the California Building Standards 
Commission that are effective at the time an application for building permit is submitted shall apply to the plans 
and specifications for, and to the construction performed under, that permit.  For the effective dates of the 
provisions contained in this code, see the History Note page of this code. 
 
101.10 1.1.10 Availability of codes. At least one entire complete copy each of Titles 8, 19, 20, 24, and 25 with 
all revisions shall be maintained in the office of the building official responsible for the administration and 
enforcement of this code.  Each state department concerned and each city, county or city and county shall have 
an up-to-date copy of the code available for public inspection, See Health and Safety Code Section 18942 (d)(1) 
and (2). 
 
101.11 1.1.11 Format. This part fundamentally adopts the Uniform Plumbing Code by reference on a chapter-by-
chapter basis. Such adoption is reflected in the Matrix Adoption Table of each chapter of this part. When the 
Matrix Adoption Tables make no reference to a specific chapter of the International Building Code such chapter 
of the International Building Code is not adopted as a portion of this code.  
 
101.12 1.1.12 Validity. If any chapter, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this code is for any 
reason held to be unconstitutional, contrary to statute, exceeding the authority of the state as stipulated by 
statutes or otherwise inoperative, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion of this code.

The Division of the State Architect has been delegated the authority by the Department of General 
Services to review and approve the design and oversee construction of community colleges electing to 
use the alternative building standards as provided in this section.

Each building shall be provided with sanitary facilities, including provisions for persons with disabilities as 
prescribed by the Department Having Jurisdiction. Table 4-1 applies to new buildings, additions to a building, and 
changes of occupancy or type in an existing building resulting in increased occupant load. Exception: New 
cafeterias used only by employees. 

The total occupant load shall be determined in accordance with the Building Code Occupant Load Factor Table 
A. The type of building or occupancy shall be determined based on actual use of the various spaces within the 
building. Building categories not shown in Table 4-1 shall be considered separately by the Authority Having 
Jurisdiction. The minimum number of fixtures shall be calculated at 50% male and 50% female based on the total 
occupant load.  

Once the occupant load and uses are determined, the requirements of Section 412.0 and Table 4-1 shall be 
applied to determine the minimum number of plumbing fixtures required.
