Dear Secretary Caballero:

On behalf of ihe Mobile Modular Corporation we would like to provide comments on the proposed 2013
California Green Building Standards Code (CalGreen). Mobile Modular Management Corporation rents,
leases and sells modular relocatable buildings and provides both temporary and permanent space for
classroom and general office use. Our firm has worked with schools in providing quality portable
buildings since the 1980s, and thus, we have been intimately involved with federal and state building
standards issues, including the California Green Building Standards Code, which in California apply to
new construction projects on new school campuses.

Although we are in support of the Green Codes we have strong concern with provisions included mn the
DSA structural Safety proposal (DSA-SS 06/12). This proposal would require new building construction
and site work on existing school sites be subject to provisions of CalGreen. Cumently CalGreen is only
mandatory for new construction on new sites or new construction on sites cleared of all structures.
School districts have the choice of adhering to voluntary measures within the code for all other
construction projects. Although our firm supports building sustainable, environmentally-responsible
facilities, expanding, the requirement at this time to existing sites would be an economic hardship to
districts when they are scrambling to balance their budgets. In addition, with the depletion of current
state bond funds, no additional state funds will be forthcoming until and unless a future state facilities
bond is passed.

We have participated in all of the CalGreen hearings and are very concerned with the negative impact
that changing the “voluntary™ adoption process to “mandatory” will have on school districts and our
industry. We encourage you to reverse this very critical decision as you consider the adoption of
CalGreen codes.
