Please review the following items. I found one inadvertent mistake and several needed clarifications. Please do not hesitate to call if you need further clarification.

11b-202.4 Path of Travel
Suggest including the verbiage on Primary Function area since it clarifies - ie If restrooms are being altered not necessarily as a barrier removal project, would this require a 20% additional amount spent on other POT items. By including alterations to a primary function area, it would not include an additional 20%. Left as is, it is a grey area as to what the CBC requires

11B-206.2.4
This needs to be further clarified - since a mezzanine is not a story would it be exempted if a private building has less than 3,000 SF per floor or is less than 3 stories?

Table 11B-404.2.4.1 - MISTAKE
For latch pull side approach with closer - you are making the depth 64"! This has not been required by CBC previously - it has always been 60" AND this is already deeper than ADAS which is 54" with closer. This is more restrictive than the current 2010 CBC and the 2010 ADA - The #4 should only be added to the push side, not the pull
11B-504.3 exception 1 WILL NOT  MEET ADAS
I do not believe a continuous 1/2" opening on the riser meets the criteria of ADAS which states the riser should be closed - if we want to be certified by DOJ, this should be eliminated.

11B-803.6 NEEDS FURTHER CLARIFICATION
Suggest calling out the mirror ht as a min AFF rather than a minimum mirror size - it is not clear whether it is 74" AFF or id the mirror is place at 0" AFF then it will only be 54" AFF
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
