I am writing to indicate my support for the proposed realignment of CBC Chapter 11B with the 2010 ADA Standards. 

As a project architect performing ADA upgrades to dozens of retail facilities in California each year, it is crucial to have a single source of regulations that will both comply with federal regulations and our clients’ mandates with the Department of Justice, and state regulations that will allow us to attain building permits and proceed with the work. 

We have proceeded with various in-house solutions to these conflicting requirements which are inevitably flagged as noncompliant, either by DOJ-authorized accessibility specialists unfamiliar with CBC, or by local officials who will only issue permits for CBC-compliant work regardless of compliance with ADA. 

I endorse the judgment of the Division of State Architects and look forward to a reliable set of laws that architects can follow without contradiction, to ensure lawful compliance and maximum accessibility for disabled persons.
