Lisa Martin assumed the role of Acting Deputy Director of Legislative Affairs in April of 2009.  The Office of Legislation (OL) serves as the single focal point for all Department legislative matters. The OL coordinates all legislative activities for DGS, from the development of bill analyses to representing the Department at legislative hearings. In addition, the OL is involved in the coordination of specific legislative reports due to the Legislature from DGS.  Serving in a dual capacity, Lisa also holds the title of Legislative Coordinator.  

Prior to joining DGS, Lisa spent over 20 years working for the California Taxpayers’ Association.  The California Taxpayers’ Association is an advocacy organization founded in 1926 to guard against unnecessary taxation the state. The Association, also known simply as Cal-Tax, serves its members through research and advocacy on significant tax and spending issues in the legislative, executive and judicial branches of government.   In her role at Cal-Tax, she reviewed and analyzed legislative bills, ballot propositions and local ordinances; lobbied legislative staff and members; testified before legislative committees, participated in media campaigns, and wrote and edited public policy articles for Cal-Tax’s weekly newsletter. She also managed several issue-based coalitions, and set up and maintained the Association’s legislative bill tracking system.
