Ron Diedrich served as Acting Director of DGS for fifteen months from 2009 through the end of 2010. Prior to his service in the DGS Executive Office, Ron was appointed Director of the Office of Administrative Hearings and Chief Administrative Law Judge on April 1, 2004. He was subsequently confirmed by the Senate. Before he became Director and Chief Administrative Law Judge, Ron was a Supervising Deputy Attorney General at the Attorney General’s Office, a Senior Staff Counsel at the Department of Social Services, and a Hearing Officer at the Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH). OAH is the oldest central panel of administrative law judges in the country. OAH currently operates 6 regional offices located throughout the State. There are approximately 90 judges at OAH, and about 10,000 to14,000 cases are filed with OAH each year.
