A due process hearing must be conducted and a decision rendered within 45 days of
receipt of the due process notice unless an extension is granted. (34 C.F.R. § 300.515(a); Ed.
Code, 88 56502, subd. (f), 56505, subd. (f)(3).) Speedy resolution of the due process hearing
is mandated by law and continuance of the hearing may be granted only upon a showing of
good cause. (Ed. Code, § 56505, subd. (f)(3).) A motion to continue shall include all facts
which support a showing of good cause to continue the hearing. (Cal. Code Regs., tit. 1, §
1020.) In considering motions to continue, OAH also may look to the California Rules of
Court for guidance. (Cal. Rules of Court, rule 3.1332.)

The Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH) has reviewed the request for good
cause and the request for continuance is:

X Granted. Here, Student’s request to hire an attorney is reasonable, as is a brief
delay to allow Student to retain counsel and reschedule mediation if desired. September 4
and 11 are state furlough days.
