ORDER OF DISMISSAL 

 

This dual matter, containing expedited hearing and non-expedited hearing claims, was 

settled in full following mediation, with the mediation agreement subject to school board 

approval.  All dates were vacated and a telephonic status conference was set for February 19, 

2014, solely to confirm that the settlement agreement was now operative following school 

board approval.  

 

At the telephonic status conference on February 19, 2014, both parties confirmed that 

the agreement had been approved by the school board.  It was explained to both parties that 

OAH does not hold settled matters open pending performance of the settlement agreement.  

However, Student’s attorney was unwilling to voluntarily dismiss the action based on his 

understanding that the school district had not yet mailed him a check.   

 

The matter having been settled in full, with school board approval of the agreement, 

and the time to conduct an expedited hearing within IDEA timelines having passed, this 

matter is hereby dismissed over the objection of Student’s attorney.   No further dates will be 

set and this matter is now closed.
