CASE FILINGS?

During the second quarter of fiscal year 2011-2012, OAH received 663 new case
filings.® For a comprehensive chart of the number of filings since 2005, please see Attachment
A at page 21.

Overal, there were 663 total casesfiled this quarter, which consisted of 571 student-filed
cases and 92 district-filed cases.* Of the student-filed cases, seven cases involved both
expedited and non-expedited issues (dual hearings), with six cases that were exclusively
expedited issues.” Of the district-filed cases, no cases involved expedited issues and two cases
involved dual hearings.® Of the 663 cases filed, 10 requests by students and two requests by
districts were for a due process hearing only.

Of the 663 cases opened by OAH this quarter, 651 requests were for mediation related to
due process hearing or mediation-only this quarter.”

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LEGAL REPRESENTATION

During the second quarter, 663 requests for due process were filed, which consisted of
571 student-filed requests and 92 district-filed requests. Of the 571 casesfiled by students
requesting due process, 468 cases (82 percent) were filed by attorneys; of the 92 district-filed
cases, 77 cases (84 percent) were filed by attorneys.™* Of the 663 cases filed this quarter, 545
cases (82 percent) were filed by attorneys. Thisfiscal year, 79 percent of student cases and 80
percent of district cases were filed with legal representation.

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ISSUES AND REMEDIES

Casesfiled this quarter involved a variety of issues and requested remedies. The number
of issues raised varied per case, with some cases raising only one issue, and others raising
several issues. The most common issues raised in the 663 cases filed this quarter were
placement (319 cases) and assessment (267 cases). Other issuesincluded: designated
instruction and services (224 cases), speech and language services (181 cases), occupational
therapy services (137 cases), one-to-one aide services (114 cases), eligibility (73 cases), goas
and objectives (54 cases), extended school year services (35 cases), procedural violations (21
cases), mental health services (21 cases), private services (20 cases), and discipline (three
cases). Compensatory education was requested as aremedy in 238 cases and reimbursement
was requested as aremedy in 232 cases.™®

The majority of cases closed this quarter were resolved outside the mediation or resolution
session process (274 cases), followed by those that settled during mediation (200 cases), and
those cases withdrawn by the filing party without explanation (101 cases). Additionally this
guarter, 13 mediation-only cases were not settled at mediation, 11 cases resolved during the
resolution session™®, eight cases were dismissed due to inactivity, seven cases were dismissed
after failing to amend following a notice of insufficiency, four cases were dismissed by a
motion to dismiss, and four cases were closed for other reasons.

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MEDIATIONS

This quarter, 376 mediations were held. The mediations were held in cases opened this
quarter and in cases that were pending from prior quarters. Of the 376 mediations held this
quarter, in 21 cases an additional mediation session was scheduled. Of the 376 mediations held,
352 were related to due process hearing requests, two cases involved expedited issues, three
cases were related to dual hearing requests and 19 were related to mediation-only requests.

For mediation requests related to due process hearing, 202 cases reached an agreement at
mediation,*® and 11 mediation-only cases reached an agreement,” for atotal of 213 cases
resulting in an agreement.?! In the two cases involving expedited issues that went to mediation,
both cases reached an agreement. In the three dual cases, which involve both expedited and
non-expedited issues that went to mediation, two reached an agreement.?

Out of the 376 mediations held this quarter, mediation was successful in 213% cases (57
percent), with 163 mediations resulting in impasse. At of the end of this quarter, 304 cases
have mediations pending® and 614 cases have hearings pending.?

During the first quarter, out of the 661 cases closed, 39 final decisions wereissued. Of the
39 decisions issued, 38 were issued within the 45-day timeline plus extension, and no decisions
wereissued late®® One decision was timely issued in a case with expedited issues and no
changes of placement were ordered for this quarter.”” Overall, this quarter, 100 percent of
decisions were issued within the requisite timeline. For the 2011-2012 fiscal year, OAH has
issued 60 decisions and 100 percent have been issued within the requisite timelines.

RESOLUTION SESSIONS

The IDEA requires school districtsto hold resolution sessions within 15 days of receipt of a
student’s complaint. While thereisno legal requirement to report this datato OAH, CDE
requests that OAH track thisinformation. Accordingly, OAH sends letters to school districts
requesting them to report for each case if aresolution session was held, the outcome of each
session, and other information about each session. This quarter, based on the information OAH
received, 77 resolution sessions were reported as held and 146 were reported as not held. Of the
77 resol utions sessions reported as held, there were two sessions regarding expedited cases.*

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MOTIONS

Prehearing motions and Notices of Insufficiency (NOI) comprise a substantial amount of
the work completed by administrative law judges. For this quarter, 230 prehearing motions and
28 NOls were filed by the parties and ruled upon by OAH. Of the 230 prehearing motions that
were ruled on by OAH, 38 were filed by students, 51 were filed by districts or other local
education agencies and 141 motions were stipulated.** Of the 28 NOIs filed, 13 were found
sufficient, 11 of the complaints were found insufficient, and four were found partially sufficient.
Seven cases were dismissed for insufficiency after failing to amend the complaint.®®

There were 230 prehearing motions filed this quarter. Of the 38 motions filed by students,
21 were granted and 17 were denied. Of the 51 motionsfiled by districts or other local education
agencies, 32 were granted, 16 were denied, and three were granted in part. Of the remaining 141
stipulated motions filed by either students or districts, 137 were granted and four were denied.**

The prehearing motions involved a variety of issues, with the largest number involving
motions to continue (155 motions).

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TRANSCRIPT REQUESTSAND APPEALS

Data on the number of appeals to state and federal courts and appellate outcomes are
collected on an ongoing basis and include all cases that OAH was notified were appea ed since
July 2005. This quarter, OAH received 14 requests for transcripts, and was notified of three new
appeals filed and two appeals resulting in settlements.®®

OAH has updated the appeal s tracking process in order to provide the most accurate
information. Based on correspondence with the parties and filings that have been provided to
OAH, 178 cases have been appealed since July 2005. Of the 178 cases that have been appealed,
50 have been dismissed, 49 have settled, 37 were upheld, seven were remanded, five were
reversed, and five were withdrawn. There are 25 cases that are currently on appeal .

The
evaluations contain arating scale of 1 to 5, with 1 being poor/very dissatisfied and 5 being
excellent/extremely satisfied. The evaluations ask the parties to evaluate the mediation, the
administrative law judge and OAH in general.

This quarter, 210 mediation eval uations were returned to OAH. Evaluations were
completed by parents (55 cases), legal counsel for parents (23 cases), advocates for parents (two
cases), school district representatives (50 cases), and legal counsel for districts (15 cases).
