On May 11, 2009, Student filed a motion asking OAH to determine the public agency
responsible for Student’s educational program and an alternative motion to bifurcate the due
process hearing to have an expedited hearing to determine agency responsibility.

Student’s request to determine which public agency is responsible for Student’s
education is denied because that issue cannot be decided prior to an evidentiary hearing.
Student’s alternative request that the matter be bifurcated and that the threshold issue of
agency responsibility heard on an expedited schedule is denied because only disputes

involving discipline may be expedited.*
