ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF 

TIME TO FILE AMENDED DUE 

PROCESS HEARING REQUEST 

 

 

On December 16, 2013, Student’s parent on behalf of Student (Student) filed a due 

process hearing request (complaint) naming the Inglewood Unified School District (District).  

On December 30, 2013, the Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH) found the complaint 

to be insufficient and gave Student 14 days to amend the complaint. 

 

On January 14, 2014, Student filed a request for an extension of time to file the 

amended complaint, along with a request that OAH provide a mediator to Student’s parent 

with drafting the amended complaint. 

 

Good cause appearing, the request for an extension of time and for mediator 

assistance is granted.  A mediator from OAH will contact Student’s parent.  The deadline for 

filing the amended complaint is extended for three weeks to enable Student’s parent to speak 

with the mediator and to draft an amended complaint.  

 

ORDER 

 

1. Student’s parent shall be permitted to file an amended complaint under Title 

20 United States Code section 1415(c)(2)(E)(i)(II).1   

 

2. The amended complaint shall comply with the requirements of Title 20 United 

States Code section 1415(b)(7)(A)(ii), and shall be filed not later than 21 days from the date 

of this order. 

 

3. If Student’s parent fails to file a timely amended complaint, the complaint will 

be dismissed.
